thank you very much for your fast reply. I am very happy that you want to put this issue on the agenda of your next SA5 meeting.  Of course it is very easy to just ignore the ITU-T work, which is common practise in SMG and 3GPP in general.

On the other hand, I believe it is more beneficial to influnence the ITU-T work in such a way that there is no overlap with the S5 work.

Here is my proposal: Could S5 send a liaison statement to JQG6, informing them on the S5 work program including a statement on the role ITU-T should play?

According to a PCG decision, PCG approval is needed for outgoing LS. So the document could be presented by one individual company instead. I know that Anders Sjöberg, Ericsson, is active in TMN and shares the concerns. At that point in time I am not sure yet, whether I will attend the Korea meeting or not. If I will attend the meeting, I could present the document as well.

Please let me know about you opinion. If you need any ITU-T documents on this issue, I will be happy to assist you.
