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This contribution presents the interfaces from the Network Management Centre down to the physical network elements. Picture 1 shows the interface (Itf-N) between the Network Management Centre and the OMCs. The OMCs described  in picture 1 are the same ones that are also described in more detailed in picture 2. 
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Picture 1. This picture introduces the interface-N (Itf-N).

The management interfaces have been named as follows: 

· Itf-N between the OMCs and OSFs. This could be used by the NMCs and SMPs (Service Management Platform) to transfer network management messages and service management requests via the OMC to the network elements. This interface should be open and the information model a standardised one. Operators can then use the OMC data either with the vendor made NMC/SMP or integrate the data into the in-house made operator management systems. 

· Itf-T between a terminal and an OMC. This interface needs a feasibility study before the interface will be standardised. However, an operator requirement is to be able to manage the 3G terminal in some extent and USIM of the subscriber. 

· Itf-B and Itf-R between UTRAN and OSFs. This interface(s) will be defined by the 3GPP-RAN3 in the specification 25.430 UTRAN Iub Interface: General Aspects and Principles.

· Itf-G1 between GSM NSS and OMC.  This interface is standardised in GSM 12-series specifications.

· Itf-G2 between GSM BSS and OSFs. This interface is standardised in GSM 12-series specifications. These specifications could be used as a basis for the 3G management specifications

· Itf-G3 between GPRS NEs and OSFs. This interface is standardised in the 12.15 specifications (charging) and  10.18 (GPRS O&M, to be used  as a basis for the change request to the existing 12-series specifications). These specifications could be used as a basis for the 3 G  management specifications.
