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Abstract: This contribution provides input for the Annex B.1.2 : “File Naming” of the 3G 32.104 PM specification. It comprises a proposal to include an identifier for the encoding rule applied in the file name of the Measurement Report File.

Recommendation: To be included in 32.104 Annex B.1.2 : File Naming 

Current convention for measurement result file naming:

<Type><Startdate>.<Starttime>-[<Enddate>.]<Endtime>_<UniqueId>[:<RC>]

It is proposed to add a field <Encoding>, with following description :

<Type><Startdate>.<Starttime>-[<Enddate>.]<Endtime>_<UniqueId>[:<RC>]_<Encoding>

The Encoding field indicates the encoding rule used for this file. Though the file format description is in ASN.1, this does not automatically mean that the encoding is BER (Basic Encoding Rules). A number of other encoding schemes can be used such as ASCII encoding.

The idea behind this is that one does not need to open the file to know the encoding, hence the right post-processing tool (browser, database, decoder, …) can be started immediately. One character can be used to indicate the encoding in the filename :

· “A” : ASCII

· “B” : BER

· … : other encoding schemas
