This document contains proposals for the Notification Integration Reference Point (IRP) with reference to the description contained in Tdoc S5-99303.

Proposal

Modify S5-99303 as follows (paragraph numbers refer to the original document).

2.1 System Context for Notification

Figure 3 should be deleted since this IRP is focusing on Itf-N and not on the EM-NE interface.

4.1.2.1.1

Operation subscribe (M)
An Actor should be able to specify whether a subscription is for a “long” period or temporary (e.g. for the duration of a log-in session).  Additional parameters should be introduced to indicate the length of the subscription period:

StartTime




Input, O

It specifies the time and date for the subscription to start.

EndTime





Input, O

It specifies the time and date when the subscription will end.













Default value will be that the subscription will run continuously 

(until an unsubscribe Operation by the Actor).

The parameter SystemReference should be deleted and only the SubscriptionId used to invoke operations.

If SytemReference is required specifically for CORBA then it should only be contained in the CORBA Solution Set.
