This change request intended to solve one part of the inconsistencies between the 3G TS32.101 and 3G TS 32.102 documents regarding allowed networking protocols. After discussion Motorola (tdoc xxx) withdrew this change request.

Recommendation to SA5: No action

Tdoc S5-000107

This change request also intended to solve inconsistencies between the 32.101 and 32.102 documents. This CR  suggest changes in all compliance conditions in chapter 8 “UMTS Management Physical architecture” under item 3. No explicit networking protocol should be stated just a reference to the allowed networking protocols in Annex B in 3G TS 32.101.

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended that SA5 approve the change request and that 3G TS 32.102 will be updated according this change request.

Tdoc S5-000152

This change request corrects mainly terms, definitions and figures for the IRP concept in 3G TS 32.102 Clause 10. 

The suggested changes are aligned with work done in other groups

Recommendation to SA5: It is recommended that SA5 approve the change request and that 3G TS 32.102 will be updated according this change request.

I3.05 Document

TSG RAN has answered our request (tdoc 046) to raise I3.05 to a 3GPP report and states in a liason (tdoc 072) :

· It has been decided during R3#10 that R3 will no longer maintain I3.05.

· I3.05 v0.2.2 are not aligned with the latest versions of the R3 specifications. The technical report I3.05 gives only examples of how the interaction between the management system and inter-node signalling may be done.

· TS 25.401 (v3.1.0), TS 25.430 (v3.0.0), TS 25.433 (v3.0.0) and TS.442 (v3.0.0) should be addressed
The question if SA5 will maintain I3.05 was discussed.  It was noted that I3.05 is a useful document but has to be updated and continuously maintained in order to have a status of a living reference document for NodeB O&M Functional Description. Another view was expressed stating that the I3.05 document has served its purpose and the O&M functional requirements are now parts of the other TS 25.XXX documents.

Prime concern of maintaining I3.05 in SA5 is resource availability.

Mannesmann offered to act as editor to maintain the I3.05 document in SA5.

The discussion continued with how to proceed with such a work. Questions brought up were: 

Should this be a new workitem or could it be a part of an existing workitem? I3.05 workspace is clearly a broadening of the scope of SA5 – do we have mandate to do this?

Recommendation to SA5: Discussions and decisions to be made. Guiding from SA5 plenary necessary.

Inconsistencies between RAN3 and SA5 Work

It has been reported to SA that some RAN work was not fully in line with SA WG5. The impact on these differences will need to be investigated, in order to have a fully consistent approach to O&M in Release 2000. SA WG5 were tasked by SA to check this in co-operation with TSG RAN.

WG5 delegates were urged at last SA5 meeting #9 to review the I3.05 document to ensure consistency with the SA5 Management Architecture and to contribute comments on any inconsistencies to this SA5 meeting. 

No such contributions have been submitted or were identified at this working session.

The impact of the differences of the procedure and object oriented approaches were briefly discussed – probably no problem with R99.

It was also noted that SA may have got a slighly wrong impression of difficulties reported.

It was identified that it was not an easy task to fully secure to SA that a fully consistent approach to O&M will be reached in Release 2000. WG5 need more knowledge of the work done in RAN3 and this is also a task for a co-operation with RAN. If I3.05 document is to be maintained in WG5, valuable expertise will join our group and this may ease the difficulties to finally secure a fully consistent approach to O&M in Release 2000.

It was decided that no LS to SA about this matter was appropriate at this moment. It is for further study.
