1. Presentation of participants

2. Previous report

The report of the last meeting (2014-06-24) was agreed with minor editorial corrections.
3. Action items

We checked the status of the outgoing action items from last meeting - all old AIs were closed.
4. Status reports
4.1 ITU-T SG2
SG2 has reviewed the latest SA5 LS with four documents at their last plenary meeting (March), esp. the updated references to M.3020 and the new Model Repertoire. They also sent a reply LS to SA5 to inform about this.
SG2 needs more information from other groups in ITU-T before they can decide on a possible update of M.3020 to include the new 32.156 Model Repertoire with UML 2.4 version etc. So they need more time. A decision is expected before their January 2016 plenary meeting.
Next SG2 meeting where this will be discussed is a conf. call planned for August 18. 
4.2 3GPP SA5

In addition to what had already been informed in the latest LS from SA5 to SG2 (TS 32.155 and 32.156 have been updated etc.), SA5 have received two LSs related to methodology: The LS from SG2 mentioned above, and one LS from TM Forum (TMF) with comments on the latest Model Repertoire (JWG version 5.3). Meeting SA5#100 (13-17 April) treated these LSs. Results:
1. The LS from SG2 was well received and noted (and SA5 will continue keeping SG2 updated when there is any new information on methodology to share).

2. SA5 will send a reply LS to TMF with feedback on their Model Repertoire comments. This LS is currently under preparation and subject to email approval after meeting #100. Some of these comments may lead to a further update of the Model Repertoire in TS 32.156. 
Request from Zhili: Please keep us informed of this LS when ready. Then we also hope to discuss the status of these TMF comments on the Model Repertoire to SA5 and SA5’s response at the SG conf. call the 18 August. Please also keep us informed if/when TS 32.156 is updated as a result of these comments. Thomas took an action point to do this.
Question from Thomas: Are there any Amendments to consider for M.3020 (07/2011)? Reply: One Amendment from 2014 exists. Zhili: If SA5 wants to use * for naming attributes, you can use it. But if SG2 later switches to use SA5’s new Model Repertoire, it may not be relevant anymore. So we agreed it is probably better to wait and not use the Amendment for now.
