Termination of Network Service instance
The following steps are for NS instance termination procedure:
1. NM sends a request to NFVO to terminate a NS instance. 
2. NM notifies EM of VNF instances to be terminated.
3. NFVO validates the sender and requests VNFM to terminate required VNFs, and VNFM terminates the required VNFs according to the request (see steps 2-10, in clause C.6 [1]).
4. VNFM sends a notification to EM that manages the terminated VNF instances.
5. EM deletes manage objects for the terminated VNFs.

6. EM notifies NM of deletion of VNF instances.
7. NFVO acknowledges the completion of the NS instance termination back to NM.
Note 1: The sequence of step 1 and step 2 is only one possible way showing as an example. 

Note 2: The sequence of step 5, step 6 and step 7 is only one possible way showing as an example. For another example, step 7 may occur in parallel with step 5 and step 6.
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
