· Cisco: not proposing now, but it seems to be a good idea…

· Chair: the reference is used in the rationale only… not necessary (yet) for the TR.

· Nokia: whether we can refer to another TR (from our TR) is up to us (the group) to decide. But whether we question this content validity is a different issue… The place to put the proposed this text is not perfect - it fits better in the part of our TR where we discuss triggering of cell splitting.

· Chair: do you know if there is an analysis behind this conclusion made by RAN

· Cisco: normally we rely on conclusions made by other groups

When control is at the OAM side, the additional geo information does not need to be sent to the eNB.
