The PM and AR Rapporteurs proposed their respective RGs to meet only jointly and to have a common report to SA5 plenary. In the future these two RGs may merge as e.g. Architecture RG. SA5 agreed to this proposal.

S5-000244 proposes the SA5 TSs should have three “levels”. The 1st level TSs should cover general aspects of Telecom Management. The 2nd level TSs should cover more detailed aspects of specific areas, such as Configuration-/ Fault- and Performance-Management (CM, FM and PM). The 3rd level should contain the “protocol level” i.e. the Integration Reference Points (IRP) related deliverables/ specifications.
TS 32.101 and 32.102 cover the 1st level. The other 32.xxx TSs without the IRP-related annexes cover the 2nd level. The 3rd level contains the IRP-related annexes. Ericsson proposes to split these IRP-related annexes into separate TSs.
A direct benefit from this approach is that if any “Solution Set” were delayed it would still be possible to complete the remaining SA5 TSs for Release 99.

SA5 decided that the RGs might proceed with such a split of TSs on a case by case basis after prior approval from SA5.

The “event type”, as defined in the current Notification IRP specification is considered insufficient for the exigencies of the Fault Management over the Itf-N. The following solution has been agreed by FM RG and approved by SA5.

Extended event type proposal:

ITU-T TMN defines 14 event types. They are: Attribute Value Change, Physical Violation, Communications Alarm, Processing Error Alarm, Environmental Alarm, Quality of Service Alarm, Equipment Alarm, Relationship Change, Integrity Violation, Security Violation, Object Creation, State Change, Object Deletion, Time Domain Violation and Operational Violation. This set is called X. Membership of this set is controlled by ITU-T.

SA5 IRP work requires definitions beyond these 14 types. Examples are:

· Indicate alarm acknowledgement state changes;

· Indicate Alarm List of AlarmIRPSystem has rebuilt successfully.

This set is called Y. Membership of this set is controlled by SA5. The SA5 work will call Y the extendedEventType.
In CORBA Solution Set implementation, the CORBA structured event carries two parameters in its header field.  
One is called type_name.  It carries a single member of X.  
The other is called event_name.  It carries a single member of Y.  
Both parameters are filterable in that Actor can specify filter criteria for both of them.  Both names, type_name and event_name, are defined by OMG.  

In CMIP solution set implementation, the TMN notification use only one parameter called eventType to carry a single member of X+Y.  It is filterable.

It would then be required that the measurement job automatically applies to new cells that would be added to the RNC later, and that no errors occur if cells would be removed from the RNC later.

To define the UMTS set of standard measurement types.

Currently, active measurement jobs generate regular results at the end of each granularity period.  The monitoring feature will add functionality to generate alarms if a threshold value, defined by O&M, would be exceeded while the measurement job is active.

SA5 agreed that the CR to add XML file format to 32.104 could still be considered for Release 99 if it is submitted for SA5 approval at the next meeting (S5#12).

SA5 noted that the “definition of measurements” would be started at the next meeting (S5#12). Participation of other parties represented in SA5, both manufacturers and operators was warmly invited in order to have sufficient expertise for this task.

9.7
Tracing (12.08)

Kai SJÖBLOM (Nokia) presented both documents and proposed reply LS.

SA5 noted already in Luleå (S5#10) that “Subscriber and equipment trace” is not yet a work item in 3GPP R99 and that SA5 has so far no subgroup addressing this issue. There are currently several active versions of GSM 12.08. Therefore before migration to 3G, the active GSM 12.08 specifications should be merged or stabilised to a suitable level. SA5 decided to address this matter at its the next meeting in Paris (S5#11) in April 2000. If SA5 will find voluntary resources (member companies interested in this work), SA5 will generate the 3GPP equivalent deliverable (32.008) for R00. Kai SJÖBLOM (Nokia) volunteered in Luleå (S5#10) to convene an ad-hoc group to progress the Tracing issues.

As Kai SJÖBLOM (Nokia) was not present at this meeting (SA5#11) the Tracing issues were not progressed.
