Tdoc S5A000030: Revised proposed input to the “Business Model” section of TS 32 140


BT submitted this contribution.

This contribution contains a revision to the proposed input to the “Business Model” section of TS 32 140 that was originally contained in Tdoc S5A000016

This contribution describes the various actors in the mobile marketplace and the way in which changing technology affects their influence. The roles available to businesses has increased with the introduction of Internet and Third Generation mobile technologies because the delivery of services and applications to the user has become a more complex task with a greater number of delivery options.

This contribution was presented and it was decided that there might be some overlap in the scope with that of SA1 specifications; an ad-Hoc group began a study of the SA1 document 22.101(Service aspects; Service principles) to determine any overlap that might exist, this was not completed during the session. BT will continue to work on the study and alignment with 22.101 and submit a revised contribution at the next meeting.

This contribution was carried over from the previous SA5 meeting at which “all SA5 members especially Operators and supporters of the Service Management work item were asked to bring comments to this meeting.”

No written comments were received so the group began a detailed review of the requirements, the review of sections 1, 2.1 and 2.2 was completed and BT noted comments and updates The group was encouraged to bring comments and more requirements to the next SA5 meeting. BT will submit a revised draft at the next meeting based on comments received during this meeting.

1.3 User Equipment (Terminal) Management

1.3.1 TRUST Presentation

Tdoc S5-000392 /S5A000028: TRUST Presentation

This presentation gives an overview of the work of the TRUST project, elements of which may be of interest to SA5 when considering the area of Terminal Management.
Motorola (Nicola Greco) presented the document. 

A more detailed discussion of the TRUST presentation made to the SA5 opening plenary was conducted in the AR-PR Group, in particular a better understanding of the current capabilities of MExE was given by Nicola, which raise important questions for our meeting with the MExE group at the next SA5 meeting e.g. does MExE to offer the ability to download software other than application software to the terminal?

Recommendation to SA5: No action required by SA5
Tdoc S5-000377, S5-000388: Liaison on Terminal Management from T2 MExE

A liaison has been received from TSG T2-SWG1 (MExE), which “ would like to bring to the attention of S5, the existence of certain terminal management possibilities provided through the MExE framework.”
This liaison from T2 MExE suggests to SA5 that a separate O&M infrastructure is not required to achieve Terminal Management and that the existing MExE infrastructure could be used. T2 MExE offered to co-operate with SA5.

The liaison was discussed and it was agreed that SA5 should acknowledge that MExE seemed like a good possibility for a Terminal Management Infrastructure; SA5’s role would then be to identify the requirements and information model for the support of terminal management.
Motorola noted that the T2 MExE chair has offered to attend the next SA5 meeting to present details of MExE to SA5 and start the process of collecting requirements from SA5.

A liaison response was drafted based on the above agreement and inviting T2 MExE to attend the next SA5 meeting in Anchorage. This draft liaison is contained in Tdoc S5-000388.
Recommendation to SA5: SA5 is requested to approve the draft liaison contained in Tdoc S5-000388 for transmittal to T2 MExE by MCG.

1.3.2 TMF Mobile Market Centre Terminal Management
