1.5 Joint Session with TMF Mobility Market Centre (MMC)
A joint Rapporteur group  / TMF Mobility Market Centre session was held at the SA5 meeting location on Wednesday afternoon.

The groups took the opportunity to update each other on the current Status of their Work.

As a result of discussions during and following the presentations it is clear the there is good scope for co-operation between the MMC MTEM group and the SA5 AR/PR group on User Equipment Management, also between the MMC Wireless Service Based Measurements group and the SA5 PM Group, Co-operation has already begun and is on-going between the MMC MCCM group and the SA5 CM groups.

The relevant SA5 Rapporteurs and MMC group chairs have agreed to discuss further how co-operation can occur.

· TMF MTEM asked to forward any comments on UE Management WI description by Mid May latest and if any input possible by SA5#19 this would be good also. Formal liaisons letters will not be required
· Dave Milham to identify meeting schedules for WOT and ebXML TMF groups.
MCC (Adrian Zoicas) has suggested that TMF should investigate the possibility of ETSI hosting TMF meetings (particularly during Action weeks), early notice required.

1.7.2 Tdoc S5-010114 Liaison Response to T2 MExE group on Terminal Management

The incoming liaison from T2 MExE contained in Tdoc S5-010104 was studied and a draft liaison prepared and discussed in Tdoc S5A010069, It was also agreed to attach the draft User Equipment Management WI and copy T3, S1 and S3 also on the liaison. The liaison also states that SA5 is actively investigating the possibility of attending the T2 MExE meeting end of March to present details of User Equipment Management, the output liaison is in Tdoc S5-010114.

Requests to SA5: SA5 is asked to approve the draft liaison response contained in S5-010114 for transmission to the T2 MExE group. 
1.7.3
Tdoc S5-010105 LS on Replacement of 23.121 for R4 onwards
This incoming liaison from SA2 asks SA5 (and all other groups) to check their R4/R5 specifications for references to TS 23.121 and to remove these or replace them (if appropriate) with TS 23.221 (Architectural Requirements) by TSG#11.

An initial check by AR-PR group indicates that the TS is not referenced by any existing SA5 specifications. It is recommended that SA5 not respond to this liaison at this time but that all Rapporteur groups should undertake a task to double-check their R4/R5 specifications for references to TS 23.121 and to plan to remove these or replace them (if appropriate) with TS 23.221 by TSG#11.

It was noted that the new specification TS23.221 was attached to the incoming liaison, a preliminary analysis by AR-PR did not identify any specifics relevant to SA5 however some sections on CSFP may possibly be of interest to CB group.

The need to request non-protocol dependant conformance section in M3010 was identified, AT&T, Nortel and Alcatel agreed to draft a specific proposal for ITU-T as to why (and possibly how) M3010 could be updated to take a more protocol neutral approach.
