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1. Overall Description:

SA5 SWG-B is evaluating scenarios where a SIP invite results in multiple redirection attempts – leading to multiple session braches - before a successful termination. A CT1 LS (S5-054417 / C1-050623) addressed issues associated with identifying and charging for multiple session branches. SWG-B is uncertain whether there is a need to correlate these multiple legs for charging purposes and whether the network issuing the redirection needs to maintain information for any ongoing session branches as a result of redirection. Before making a determination that action is required in these scenarios, SWG-B need to understand if charging one or more branches in redirected calls is within 3GPP charging policy in terms of any underlying SA1 requirements, i.e. if redirection events are chargeable in such scenarios.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
SA5 SWG-B asks SA1 group to determine if it is necessary to correlate charging identifiers for one or more call branches as described above.
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
