Rationale
When we look at the details of RAB measurements in the current TS32.405 for rel-7 and the previous TS32.403, there are so many counters for separate service classes. The following text extracted from TS32.405 could be an example for respective core network domain.

However, there is a serious problem in the counters defined above, since the current 3GPP specification, e.g. Common Test Environments for UE conformance test specification, TS 34.108, explicitly states that only Conversational and Streaming Traffic Classes are supported when radio access bearers are established. So the counters in red colour in clause 4.1.2.1 are invalid measurements, whose values are always equal to zero, due to no triggering events. 
From system implementation point of view, an invalid counter maybe could not result in unacceptable disaster. While it is obvious that such a description in 3GPP specification brings about an inconsistent issue between bullet C, as triggering conditions, and bullet E.  So it is recommended to have a discussion on this and remove these invalid counters from TS32.405. It is also proposed to take action to treat this problem when introducing new measurements for PM.
