5.1.1.3
   CONF charging
The CONFerence (CONF) service enables a user to participate in and control a simultaneous communication involving a number of users.
From the view of function, the role of the conference member could be:

· Conference presider
· Other conference participant

From the view of charging, the role of the conference member could be:
· Conference host  
It’s the conference host that pays for the conference itself. The conference host may participate in the conference or not participate in it (e.g. if the conference host is a company, he just pays for the conference and doesn’t participate in the conference). 
Editor’s notes: in general, the conference host is not changed during the whole conference while the situation that the conference host is changed during one conference is not excluded. In the latter case, charging triggerment conditions at the time of the conference host swithment, how to know the new host’s account and the charging settlement incurring by it is FFS.
CONF Charging for the conference host who pays for the conference itself could be based on:

· 
· number of conference members
· Duration of the conference
· Conference member
CONF Charging for the conference members including conference presider if the conference has it and other conference participants could be based on:

·  Duration 
The charging of the conference host and participants is measured by the SIP AS and MRFC handling conference service

   CONF charging
CONF charging contains three types of charged contents:

· Charging for the conference itself
· When the conference is finished, charging for it can be triggered according to the number of conference members and conference duration.
· The charging is session unrelated charging because it’s possible that the conference host who pays for the conference itself switchs the compere to another conference participant and quits the conference before it is finished. In this case, we can’t use the conference host’s participating time as the conference duration and charging based session is not reasonable.
· It has ACR [Event] for offline charging and CCR [Event] for online charging.

· Charging for every conference member (including conference presider and other conference participants)
· This charging is session related charging according to every conference member’s participating duration. 
· It has ACR (Start/Interim/Stop) for offline charging and CCR (Initial/Update/Terminate) for online charging.
· Charging for media usage during the conference
· The charging is session unrelated charging.

   CONF process type

CONF charging message flow is based on different CONF process type. A conference contains some processes; such as the conference host creates the conference, the conference presider invites other participants into the conference; the conference member joins in the conference. Among them, the conference host creates conference contains two kinds:

· Host initiates an immediate conference.
· Host reserves a conference and once the reserved time is reached, AS initiates the conference.
According the above senarios, there are several types of conference processes:
· Host reserves a conference
· Session unrelated charging process
· Host cancels the reserved conference before it starts
· Session unrelated charging process
· Initiate the conference
· Session related charging process
· Conference presider invites other participants into it
· Session related charging process
· Other participants join in the conference
