4.2.2.1
Number of SAE Bearers requested to release initiated by eNodeB

a) This measurement provides the number of SAE Bearers requested to release initiated by eNodeB. The measurement is split into subcounters per SAE Bearer QoS level (QCI) and also subcounters per cause value.

b) CC

c) On transmission by the eNodeB of a SAE BEARER RELEASE REQUEST or UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST message, each corresponding SAE Bearer requested to release is added to the relevant measurement per QCI, the possible QCIs are included in TS 36.413 [9], and to the relevant per cause value.  Possible cause values are included in TS 36.413 [9].  The sum of all supported per QCI measurements (or per cause measurements) shall equal the total number of SAE Bearers requested to release initiated by eNodeB. In case only a subset of per QCI measurements and only a subset of per cause values are supported, a sum subcounter will be provided first.

d) Each measurement is an integer value. The number of measurements is equal to the number of QCIs plus the number of causes and plus a possible sum value identified by the .sum suffix.

e) The measurement names have the form SAEB.NbrReqRelEnb.QCI
where QCI identifies the SAE Bearer level quality of service class.
SAEB.NbrReqRelEnb.cause
Editors note: there are many possible cause values in 36.413, it should be studied if a subset of these should be used here.
