To agree on the IMS Accessibility KPI: Third Party Registration Success Rate.

Rationale

Third Party Registration is the process to inform the Application Server (AS) about the user’s registration status. Since lots of service logics, like the subscription of multimedia ring tone, conference, follow-me, long distance limitation and lots more, are done in the AS, most IMS sessions will involve one or more Application Servers. Therefore to have only registration success rate is not enough to evaluate the network and service accessibility performance. 
According to KPI template of draft specification KPI for IMS, this KPI (Third Party Registration Success Rate) is defined to fulfil the need of the operator to evaluate the service and network accessibility performance. If this detailed proposal is agreed, this KPI can be put into the draft specification TS 32.454 [3].
4 Detailed proposal
Detailed proposals are as following.
5.1 Accessibility KPI

5.1.y Third Party Registration Success Rate 

a) Third party registration success rate
b) This KPI describes the ratio of the number of successfully performed third party registration procedures to the number of attempted third party registration procedures for IMS network and is used to evaluate accessibility performance provided by IMS and network performance.

c) This KPI is obtained by successful third party registration procedures divided by attempted third party registration procedures.
