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1.  Introduction

The 20th meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Management (JCA-Mgt) was held as a virtual meeting on 4 May 2011. The meeting was convened by Leen Mak, Alcatel-Lucent.
2.  Participants, Agenda
There were 4 participants to the meeting; see attachment for the list of participants. Apologies were received from Marco Carugi (after the meeting) and from Wang Zhi-li.

The only agenda item for this meeting, as announced in the invitation, was discussion of the future of the JCA-Mgt. Written contributions to the discussion were received from Bob Natale and Kam Lam.
3.  Discussion of the future of the JCA-Mgt
Leen gave an overview of the events since about a year ago:

· in 2010, there was an ongoing decline in the number of attendees, down to about 4;

· in the October 2010 call of the JCA-Mgt, which was the last call held before November 2010 ITU‑T SG2 meeting, it was discussed whether it should be proposed to SG2 to re-charter the JCA‑Mgt or to close this activity; in that meeting, unanimous and strong support was expressed for continuation of the JCA;

· in response to the proposal, the November SG2 meeting decided to continue the JCA;
· the other SGs in ITU-T were informed about this decision by means of a liaison statement;

· however, after the SG2 meeting, none of the organizations which used to participate in the JCA (apart from Q.14/15) contributed any material to the JCA; apparently the fact that no new meetings were convened went unnoticed.

Leen added that he interpretes the absence of feedback from the participating organizations since November 2010 as a signal that there is no further interest in the role of the JCA and that a logical course of actions would be to propose to SG2 to terminate the JCA.

Leen informed the meeting that the following suggestions were received via email:

· Bob Natale suggested that Policy based management be considered; and that W3C WSRA should be included in the list of participating organizations;

· Kam Lam suggested that Cloud management be considered.

Dan asked which kind of contributions are expected. Leen replied that the “core business” for any JCA is the coordination of the activities in participating bodies; contributions should support that goal.

Dan expressed support for  the idea to include Cloud management in the list of topics to be addressed by the JCA.
Scott said that he is active in ATIS, IETF, MEF and SG15, and that he would like to be informed via the JCA about the activities in other SDOs and fora. He added that it would be useful if a wiki or similar tool would be used to make such information available to a wider audience.

Leen informed the meeting that TM Forum is working on an overview presentation of network management standardization activities, and that it is clear from intermediate results already that collection and maintenance of such information is a huge task.

Dan pointed to the wiki maintained by the OGF as an example of how information could be shared.

Dan suggested that the JCA-Mgt operational methods should be adapted to people’s busy schedules; he  mentioned the idea to have one call per three months, were in each call a single subject (like energy management, or cloud management) will be on the agenda, in order to updated participants about the standardization activities in that area. Mehmet supported this suggestion.

Leen concluded this discussion by observing that these are good suggestions, but that it should become more clear how much support can be expecterd from the participating organizations.
4.  JCA-Mgt leadership
Leen informed that he plans to step down as convener for the JCA-Mgt at the next SG2 meeting. This implies that a candidate for this role should be found before the end of May, if the JCA is to be continued.
5.  Next steps
No next meeting was agreed. Leen will communicate the results of the discussion to the participants of the JCA by means of the meeting report, and solicit opinions on the items which were discussed.
