A way forward for progress reporting and NASWM was identified. 
2 Output
Progress Reporting

Download, install, activate operations are extended by an additional input parameter: allowedOperationDuration 

In the confirmation of the operation request the following output parameters are present:

· the id of the operation is the distinghuished name of the instance of a new specific IOC which represents the NASWM process (“naswmProcess”)
· a list of stepnumbers; for each of the steps the estimated completion time is indicated. 

The naswmProcess IOC has the following attributes:

· the id

· the number of the currently running step 

· current estimate for time to complete this step 

Attribute value change notifications of this IOC allow progress monitoring. Also reading the attributes is possible.
Operation cancellation:
The cancellation of the operation is done by deletion of the corresponding naswmProcess instance. 

Post conditions of cancellation are:

Download: Delete downloaded SW.

Installation: Remove installed SW.

Activation: SW is ready for later retry of activation.
