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Abstract: TS 22.179 requirements include group selection and monitoring. This contribution proposes a scenario for non-late entry group selection and monitoring. 
10.X
Group selection and monitoring

10.X.1         Non-late entry case
Figure 10.X.1-1 depicts signalling control plane procedures for an affiliated MCPTT group member selecting an MCPTT group followed by the affiliated group members monitoring the group. 
Pre-conditions:

1.   The MCPTT clients, MCPTT server, and group management server reside in the same MCPTT service provider network.

2.   The MCPTT group is previously defined on the group management server. 
3.   The MCPTT users are group members and have affiliated to the group. 

4.   No MCPTT client has selected the group. 
5.   Affiliated MCPTT group members monitor the group when an affiliated group member selects the group. 
6.   The MCPTT server acts as the home MCPTT server (participating function role) for the users and the group (controlling function role).  Any internal participant notifications, e.g., for charging, from the “participating functions” to the “controlling function” is internal to the MCPTT server and is not shown. 
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Figure 10.X.1-1: Group selection and monitoring (non- late entry)

1.   User on MCPTT client 1 selects the group.

2.   MCPTT client 1 sends a select group request via the SIP core towards the MCPTT server that hosts the group selected by the user. The request includes media negotiation offer consistent with group selection.
3.
The MCPTT server checks whether the user of MCPTT client 1 is authorized to select the group, and if authorized, then based on the information from group management server, the MCPTT server resolves the requested group and determines the group members and their affiliation status.
4.
The MCPTT server proposes a media offer consistent with group monitoring to the MCPTT clients of the other affiliated group members.

5.   The MCPTT server accepts and acknowledges the media offer from MCPTT client 1, so media consistent with group selection has been successfully negotiated between the MCPTT server and MCPTT client 1. 
6.
The affiliated MCPTT clients 2 and 3 accept and acknowledge the offered media proposal from the MCPTT server, so media consistent with group monitoring has been successfully negotiated between the MCPTT server and MCPTT clients 2 and 3, respectively. 

7.  MCPTT clients 1, 2, and 3 send subscribe requests for participant notifications to the MCPTT server via the SIP Core.  

8.  The MCPTT server acknowledges the subscribe requests. 
9.
The MCPTT server sends participant notifications to the MCPTT clients via the SIP Core. 
10.
MCPTT client 1, client 2 and client 3 acknowledge the participant notifications. 
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
