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Abstract: pCR that describes the architectural principles of the life-cycle for the management of a group for inclusion in TS 23.179, Clause 5.1, assumptions.
1. Discussion
A group is managed by a Group Management server, and group calls are hosted by an MCPTT server. A group is first created. The individual members authorized for this group are added or removed. The authorized group members affiliate, de-affiliate, chose this group as their selected group. Affiliated group members can set up and receive calls within the group.  Finally a group may be removed from the MCPTT system.
The following contribution presents the basic architectural guidelines for the dynamic aspect of the life-cycle for the management of a group.

The life-cycle for the management of a group

The life-cycle for the management of a group starts with the creation of this group and ends with the removal of this group. A group which is not yet created or which is removed does not exist and cannot be referred to.

1. 
A group is created in a group database within the system by giving it a well defined name, defining its basic configuration parameters like the media codec to be used etc.

2. 
During its life-cycle, group management should enable the addition and the removal of the authorized members.
3. 
During its life-cycle, authorized individual users affiliate or de-affiliate the group. Real time affiliation information is maintained in the MCPTT server.  Group management should enable access to a list of affiliated members (those members which have chosen to receive media in this group).
4.  Affiliated group members may select the group as their Selected MCPTT Group and initiate calls to the group.  Affiliated group members will receive media in calls made within the group.  Affiliated group members may change which group is their Selected MCPTT Group, whilst leaving their list of affiliated groups unchanged.
5. 
Group management should enable the removal of a group.  Once a group has been removed, MCPTT users may not affiliate to the group nor place calls to the group.  Removing the group does not delete any of the users who were group members.
It should be noted that the affiliation of an individual to a group is not directly related to the life-cycle for the management of a group, although it influences some internal state variables of a group.
