Proposal to resolve inconsistencies 
Inconsistencies may be resolved by: 

· Adding information flows in clause 10 that use the entity/role defined in the architecture; 

· Including by reference information flows from other specifications that use the entity/role. 

· Redefining the name or position in the architecture of an entity/role; or
· Replacing an entity/role with a similar one (e.g. replace SIP user agent client with SIP client); or

· Deleting an entity/role.
