Configuration proposal as presented during Pre SA6#8 MCPTT conference call #2 (held on 11/3) is proposed as pCRs addressing the comments received from various companies.
Configuration proposal is split into 2 pCRs:

1. S6-151413 – First pCR covers configuration time sequence (represents the time sequence of configuration operations on the MCPTT UE) and generic configuration flow (depicting functional entites and the associated information flows for various configuration data types).
2. S6-151414 – Reformatted configuration parameters table(s) – representing which entity is the source for each type of the configuration data and which entity(ies) need to be configured (target).

The proposal in this contribution is #2 of the 2 pCRs.

Yellow highlighted items are the new parameters that are included from current TS information flows and rest is all from the tables in Annex B.
