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Explanation and Justification

This pCR proposes text to clarify MCPTT-5 applies and the potential overlap with the Rx usage from the SIP core.

The following changes are proposed to be agreed for TS 23.179:

7.5.2.6
Reference point MCPTT-5 (between media distribution function and EPS)
The MCPTT-5 reference point is used by the media distribution function of the MCPTT server to obtain unicast bearers with appropriate QoS from the EPS. It utilises the Rx interface of the EPS.
When the SIP core is the PLMN operator IM CN subsystem as defined by TS 23.228 [5], the MCPTT-5 reference point is not used.
When the SIP core is provided by the MCPTT service provider, Rx may be used by the SIP core, or the MCPTT server (via MCPTT-5) or both. In the case where it is both, coordination between the SIP core use of Rx and the MCPTT server use of Rx (via MCPTT-5) is outside the scope of this document.
