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Abstract: This contribution analyzes the similarities and difference between MCPTT and MCVideo in capabilities and procedures based on the division tables and TS from SA1.

Introduction
As described in TS 22.281, "MCVideo makes use of many of the same capabilities that were originally defined for MCPTT and now are mostly specified at stage 1 in MCCoRe. Such capabilities include, but are not limited to, Group Communication, Group Management, Affiliation, Security and Confidentiality. ". The MCVideo service also differs from MCPTT in some respects……" 

This contribution will give a detailed analysis on which capabilities and procedures can be reused for MCVideo.

From the above table, it can be concluded that only the floor control capability and related procedures are not applied for MCVideo because of  the video specific requirements defined in SA1. Others can be reused or enhanced to support the MCVideo service. 

In addition, the ambient listening feature of MCTTT in R13 and the remote video control feature of MCVideo in R14 also have something in common and may be considered together.

3.
Proposals
It is proposed to agree the above analysis, and make the analysis as the working assumption and basis, and move the corresponding procedure with enhancement to the new TR for MCVideo.
