Explanation and Proposal
As part of the Rel-14 study item FS_MBMS_MCservices, SA6 has determined that providing notification support, when an MBMS bearer is set up will be beneficial to mission critical applications for Rel-14. See 23.780 Key Issue 9 and Solution 9-1 for more details. Figure 5.9.1 from 23.780 is shown below:
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Messages 1-13 already exist in Rel-13 and earlier, are documented in 23.246 and 36.300 and are not subject to change. Note that messages 2 and 4 are sent early, without knowledge of real outcome. The proposed new message 14 represents a confirmation of the MBMS bearer being setup successfully in at least one area or cell, which would allow the GCS AS to know exactly when to switch traffic from unicast to that MBMS bearer with minimum delay or data loss. The proposed new messages 15-18 could be triggered by RAN to report particular areas or cell(s) from among several requested, where a MBMS bearer setup request failed, such that the GCS AS can maintain or rapidly setup unicast transfer to UEs in the affected areas.
