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1. Overall Description:

SA6 thanks SA3 for their LS S6-160951/S3-161230 concerning discreet listening and recording for MCPTT.
SA6 understands that both functions are important for mission critical organizations.

In response to SA3's question: 2-1.

Is discreet listening and/or recording expected to be within scope of SA6's work on Stage 2 for Rel-14?
SA6 can advise that it is within the scope of SA6's MCPTT work in Rel-14, but as yet no work has been completed on these features, and therefore it is not certain whether any Stage 2 solutions will be completed within Rel-14.
SA6 also thanks SA3 for their observations on these subjects, and notes the requirement for the device that plays back recordings, for the device that provides media for discrete listening or provides the content for lawful interception will require access to the KMS in order to be provided with the relevant key material. SA6 also notes that these functions will be required for MCVideo, MCData and MCPTT.
