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1. Introduction
Considering save resources, e.g. CPU, memory,UE power, when location reporting or location information is no longer needed, location reporting or location information shall be canceled. For example, the UE whithout GPS signal received location information request, and it will continue to search GPS signals with power consumption for a long time. If the requestor has not received location report for a while, the requestor may cancel this location information to save UE power.

The proposed change is to add the procedure for location cancel, and the necessary clarification.
2. Reason for Change
If not including location cancel,  then lots of resources will be wasted and the specification  will be incomplete due to location cancel missing.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS23.379 030.
