The procedure in figure 10.x.2.d.2-1 describes the case where the recipient MCData client receives the list of available temporarily stored data waiting to download for the recently invited data group communications. 

Pre-conditions:

MCData server has temporarily stored data for the recently invited data group communications e.g. due to recipient MCData client deferred to download.
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Figure 10.x.2.d.2-1: Accessing list of recently invited data

MCData user initiates the request to get the list of temporarily stored data for the recently invited data group communications on the MCData server e.g. due to recipient MCData client deferred to download.
2.
MCData client sends a MCData recently invited list request to the MCData server.

3.
MCData server generates the list of temporarily stored data for the affiliated group(s), available to download for the requesting MCData client and sends the list in the MCData recently invited list response.

4. 
MCData client notifies the list of temporarily stored data for the recently invited data group communications, upon which the MCData user may decide to retrieve the corresponding data.
