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1. Introduction

The procedures for affiliation and de-affiliation could be reused for multiple MC services.

2. Reason for Change

In order to reduce duplication of specification, flow diagrams and tables for affiliation and de-affiliation are proposed to be moved to TS 23.280, and have MC service TSs reference those procedures with any service specific information provided in the specifc MC service TS.

4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.281.

10.X
Affiliation and de-affiliation to/from MCVideo group(s)

The MCVideo service shall support the procedures and related information flows as specified in subclause 10.X
 of 3GPP TS 23.280 [6] with the following clarifications:

The MC service client is the MCVideo client;

-
The MC service server is the MCVideo server;

-
The MC service group is the MCVideo group;

-
The MC service ID is the MCVideo ID; and

-
The MC service group ID is the MCVideo group ID.
When an MCVideo user has affiliated to an MCVideo group then the MCVideo user can send and receive MCVideo related media for that MCVideo group. When an MCVideo user has de‑affiliated from an MCVideo group then the MCVideo user cannot send and receive MCVideo related media to and from that MCVideo group.
