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1. Introduction
Service discovery of API is one of the key elements of the CAPIF framework. The key issue, requirements, and the solution for service discovery are captured in subclause 5.1, 6.2, and 7.2.1 of the latest TR (ver.0.2.0), respectively.

Within the context of service API discovery, the information exposed by the API registry needs to contain sufficient information in order for the API invoker to determine if a given service is of its interest or not.

The current texts in the above mentioned subclauses mention information such as IP address, port number, and other information.  Specifically, the requirement texts read as follows:
[AR-6.2.2-a] The CAPIF shall provide a mechanism to publish the service API information such as IP address, port number with details about interfaces, protocols, versions numbers, and environment details.

[AR-6.2.2-b] The CAPIF shall provide a mechanism to discover the service API information which is already published as specified in [AR-6.2.2-a].

These two requirements do not appear to be sufficient for the API invoker (including, possibly, a human user behind it depending on the type of application used) to determine whether a given service is of an interest or not. In this respect, these requirement texts need further elaboration.

Modify these requirement texts to capture the element where the API invoker can determine which API service is of interest.

6.2.1
General

This subclause specifies the service API discovery related requirements.

6.2.2
Requirements

[AR-6.2.2-a] The CAPIF shall provide a mechanism to publish the service API information to be used by the API invokers.

[AR-6.2.2-b] The CAPIF shall include information so that the API invokers can determine whether the published service API is of an intereset to them or not. 
NOTE:
The published information includes such as service name, description, characteristics, interface details (e.g. IP address, port number), protocols, and version number.
[AR-6.2.2-c] The CAPIF shall provide a mechanism for the API invokers to discover the published service API information as specified in [AR-6.2.2-b].
