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1. Introduction

In this contribution the PSI configuration issues for configuration management server and group management server are analyzed and two possible solutions are discussed.

Discussion

Public service identities(PSI) are essential for CMS and GMS subscription procedure in stage3 protocol, but it is not clear how PSIs are configured to MC service UE.

Two possible solutions can be considered to achieve PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS,

- Solution1: PSIs configuration through initial UE configuration;

- Soltuion2: PSIs configuration after MC service user authentication.

In solution1, PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS are configured through initial UE configuration. The working assumption for this solution is that PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS is common for all MC service users in MC system and disclosure of these PSIs will not incur security risk.

In solution2,  PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS are configured after MC service user authentication. CM client or GM client may initiate CMS and GMS subscription procedure immediately after MC service user authentication and PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS are needed. The benefit for In solution2 is that PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS are only provided to authenticated MC service user and different MC service user may be configured with different PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS.

According to our understanding solution1 is enough to achieve PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS and very small impact on protocol will be introduced, and thus it is proposed that PSIs configuration for CMS and GMS are added in initial UE configuration of TS 23.280.

It is proposed that the PSIs configuration for both CMS and GMS are added in the initial MC service UE configuration data of TS 23.280 from Rel14.
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
