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Abstract: This contribution provides several options for GMS selection during group regroup operation.
1. Introduction
Currently, an authorized user (e.g., dispatcher) can perform the group regroup operation without being a group member of any of the groups being regrouped. However, it is not clear how to determine the group management server which perform the temporary group creation.

2. Analysis

Case A: 

When the authorized user who initiates the group regroup, belongs to at least one of the groups to be regrouped, the group management client at the authorized user will route the regroup request to the group management server which holds the group that it is the member.
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Case B:

When the authorized user is none of the groups to be regrouped, the group management client has retrives the group information of the groups to be grouped, and the group management client has several options to determine the group management server:


1) Configure a defaut group management server to perfrom the group regroup for the autorhized user;


2) Set the prerequisite that only group member can perform the group regroup operation


3) Select the group management server of any of the groups to be grouped

Option 1) requires a mass of configuration. Option 2) limits the flexibility. Option 3) provides the aligned solutions with Case A. So it is proposed to adopt option 3) for Case B.
3. Conclusion and proposal
1.
It is proposed to select the group management server of any of the groups to be grouped as the group management server to perform the temporary group creation and controlling role during the group regroup operation.
2.
It is proposed to update the existing group regroup procedures in TS 23.280 to reflect this conclusion.
