The group management client of the administrator/dispatcher/authorized MC service user requests group delete operation to the group management server.

The group management server determines that the group is not temporary, that the requestor is authorized to perform the deletion and then deletes the group.

The group management server may conditionally notify the MC service server regarding the group deletion. Media transfers in progress to and from MC service users of the group is stopped and the MC service users may be automatically de-affiliated.

The group management server provides a group deletion confirmation response to the group management client of the administrator/dispatcher/authorized MC service user.
