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1. Overall Description:

SA6 has begun work on the “Study on application architecture for the Future Railway Mobile Communication System (FRMCS) Phase 2”. The following requirement in TS 22.280 was agreed in the SA1# 82 meeting.

[R-6.4.9-001]  The MCX Service shall provide a mechanism for an MCX Service Administrator to configure the conditions under which MCX Service communications shall be terminated (e.g., last Participant leaving, second last Participant leaving, initiator leaving, last MCX User having registered a specific Functional Alias is leaving).
SA6 has the following understanding regarding the text highlighted in yellow above. A MCX user can activate or deactivate a functional alias. The term “registered” above can be interpreted to mean “activated”. Once an MCX user activates a functional alias, the functional alias is not assumed to be used in all communications going forward. The reason this assumption was made in Release 15 stage 2 SA6 specifications is: because SA1 has stated in requirements for functional alias that an MCX user may have more than one functional alias active at the same time. 
The architectural assumption above forces the architecture to create a mechanism for the MCX user to indicate which functional alias is used for a particular communication (group or private). This indication of use of a particular functional alias is needed in addition to simply activating a functional alias. The Release 15 application architecture has this indication being sent to the system by the originator of the communication at call time.
Therefore, the meaning of the text highlighted in yellow is ambiguious. If the targets of the group communication are the affiliated group members, as is normally the case, only talkers will have identified the use of a particular functional alias. Therefore the example rule requested in R-6.4.9-001 would only apply to those participants of the group call that have been talkers during the group communication. A receiver that has not identified which functional alias is being used in a group communication will not be considered during the determination of the “last MCX User having registered a specific functional alias” is leaving the group communication.

Questions:

1) Is SA1’s understanding regarding the interpretation of the highlighted example in R-6.4.9-001 in line with the interpretation within SA6?
2) What is meant by the phrase “communications shall be terminated” in the body of the requirement?

3) Does the answer to question (2) only apply to the current communication or to subsequent communications while this condition is meant?

4) What is meant by the term “leaving” with respect to an MCX service communication? For example, leaving could mean “exiting the call by a participant” or leaving could mean “is no longer affiliated to the group” or leaving could mean “the functional alias, associated with the MCX communication, of the MCX user is deactivated”.

Please provide any additional information to clarify what is intended by R-6.4.9-001.
