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Introduction

Procedure for MCVideo user leaving a group call is missing from TS23.281. 

Adding this new procedure also requires that information flows “Group call leave request” and “Group call leave response” need to be bidirectional (in the current TS version they are unidirectional).

Furthermore, a new information flow Group call notify is needed.

This functionality is already specified in stage 3 TS24.281, subclauses 6.2.4 and 6.3.3.2.4.
Note that equivalent procedure is proposed to be added also to the MCPTT Rel-16 (S6-190038).
Proposal

The proposed changes to TS 23.281 are introduced in the following pages. 
It is proposed that a new WID for MCVideo Rel-16 is created so that an actual CR can be introduced. Making this change only to Rel-16 would keep MCPTT and MCVideo specifications consistent.

7.1.2.3.3
MCVideo user leaving a group call
Procedures in figure 7.1.2.3.3-1 are the signalling control plane procedures for the MCVideo user leaving an ongoing MCVideo group call.

Pre-conditions:

1.
MCVideo group is previously defined on the group management server with MCVideo users affiliated to that group. All members of the group belong to the same MC system.

2.
MCVideo users on MCVideo client 1 to MCVideo client n are on an ongoing call.
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Figure 7.1.2.3.2-1: MCVideo user leaving a group call
1. MCVideo client 1 receives a request from a user to leave the group call. 
2. MCVideo client 1 sends a group call leave request to the MCVideo server.
3. MCVideo server sends a group call leave response to MCVideo client 1.
4. Release of transmission control and media plane resources associated with the group call for MCVideo client 1.
5. MCVideo server checks if group call termination conditions are met, e.g. hang time expiry, last participant leaving, second last participant leaving, initiator leaving, minimum number of affiliated MCVideo group members are not present . If at least one of the group call termination conditions is met, the MCVideo server releases the group call for all participants (see subclauses 7.1.2.3.1.1.3 Release pre-arranged group call  and 7.1.2.3.1.2.3 Release chat group call).
6.
If none of the group call termination conditions (step 5) are met, the MCVideo server may send a group call notify to the remaining group call participants to inform that MCVideo user of client 1 has left the group call.
