Update configuration of call forwarding
The configuration data of the call forwarding is stored in the MCPTT user profile data. The procedures to update the user profile is defined in 3GPP TS 23.280 subclause 10.1.4.5. Consequently this procedure can be used to update also the parameters that store the call forwarding related data. Figure 7.x.1.y-1 below illustrates the procedure of updating the configuration of call forwarding for private calls.

Pre-conditions:

The configuration management client is triggered (e.g. by user interaction operation) to update the MC service user profile data on the configuration management server.

2.
The configuration management client sends update MC service user profile data request to the configuration management server, which includes the MC service user profile data to be updated.

3.
The configuration management server stores the received MC service user profile data.

4.
The configuration management server sends update MC service user profile data response to the configuration management client to confirm the MC service user profile data update is complete.

NOTE:
The updated MC service user profile data could be for a specific MC service user profile, a specific parameter in an MC service user profile, a set of MC service user profiles, or all the MC service user profiles for the MC service ID. MC service user profile data is defined per MC service. E.g. the MC service user profile data related to MCPTT is defined in 3GPP TS 23.379 [16].

Solution evaluation

The solution relies on existing procedures for user profile data management and private calls. For user profile data management the user data profile data is enhanced with the parameters as listed in table 7.29.1.8-1. No changes for the flows are required.

For the solution of the call forwarding and transfer new procedures are defined which are re-using the principles of the existing procedures for private calls. The solution lists all messages, which must be extended to provide the functionality required for call forwarding and transfer.
Identified gaps:

Add the parameters defined in table 7.29.1.8-1 to subclause 8.3 in 3GPP TS 24.484.
-
Add the procedures for call transfer and call forwarding of private calls to 3GPP TS 23.379 [7] subclause 10.7.
- Add the new parameters “Mcptt redirecting ID” and “Mcptt redirection target ID” to mcpttinfo in 3GPP 24.379 Annex F.1.3 and to the mcpttinfo.xsd to the corresponding zip archive
-
Introduce the new value “transfer” to the existing parameter session-type in in 3GPP 24.379 Annex F.1.3.
