1. Public Information is Not Subject to EAR
3GPP is an open platform where all contributions (including technology protected or not by patent) made by the different Individual Members under the membership of each respective Organizational Partner are publicly available. Indeed, contributions by all and any Individual Members are uploaded to a public file server when received and then the documents are effectively in the public domain.
In addition, since membership of email distribution lists is open to all, documents and emails distributed by that means are considered to be publicly available.
As a result, information contained in 3GPP contributions, documents, and emails distributed at 3GPP meetings or by 3GPP email distribution lists, because it is made available to the public without restrictions upon its further dissemination, is not subject to the export restrictions of the EAR.
Meeting minutes are maintained for 3GPP meetings. Such meeting minutes for 3GPP meetings are made available to the public without restrictions upon its further dissemination. Abstract: 
1. Overall Description:
5GAA would like to thank 3GPP SA6 for the Reply LS on Tele-operated Driving and for sharing the draft document TR 23.764 v0.3.0.
5GAA welcomes 3GPP SA6’s study on enhancements to application layer support for V2X services considering Tele-operated Driving (ToD) as one of the supported services.
In 5GAA, the cross-working group work item (XWI) ToD plans to study technical, business, safety and legal requirements as well as framework covering possible stakeholders and interfaces among them, to enable commercial availability of ToD services. Currently, XWI ToD is working on Task 1 use cases, scenarios, and related functional and non-functional requirements. 
Regarding key issue 4 “Support for tele-operated driving” in SA6 TR 23.764 v0.3.0, we would highlight that in some use cases and scenarios of ToD services the remote driver shall perform part or all of the dynamic driving task (DDT) of the vehicle on a sustained basis. [1] This is particularly important for ToD services providing “direct-control” of vehicles, where the remote driver takes over the complete control of the vehicle and the driving task is 100% on the remote driver. In this case, the remote driver decides for the vehicle on acceleration, breaking, steering, signage, etc. 5GAA welcomes any communication solution, e.g. the session-based communication in SA6’s application layer study, which enables communication between the vehicle and the remote driver on a sustained basis. 
Furthermore, regarding the effort on developing supports to ToD services, 5GAA would also suggest 3GPP to consider the following remarks: 
 - 1.) For functioning of ToD, the requirements according to the service level agreements (SLA) agreed between the ToD service user and the ToD service provider should be fulfilled;
 - 2.) 	In case such requirements can not be fulfilled, solutions need be developed for avoiding negative safety consequence for the ToD users. 
 - 3.)  	Reasons for not fulfilling the requirements may be the network capacity changes due to various road traffic conditions.
As XWI ToD is still on-going in 5GAA, we will be happy to share with SA6 further requirements and recommendations about ToD services, once the related studies in 5GAA are concluded (foreseen in May 2020).

SA1 has considered the points and assumptions listed in the LS on UAV positioning from SA6 requesting clarification on stage 1 requirements, as copied below. 
 - 1) 	It is assumed that E-UTRA and NG-RAN (i.e. neither GSM/GPRS nor UTRAN) are applicable accesses for UAS.
 - 2) It is assumed that the requirements for positioning as outlined in TS 22.071 also apply to NG-RAN. TS 22.071 currently only mention E-UTRA, GERAN and UTRAN.
 - 3) 	It is assumed that the requirements for positioning (clause 6.27) and high accuracy positioning (clause 7.3) as outlined in TS 22.261 are applicable to the 5GS including both NG-RAN and E-UTRA connected to 5GC
a.	SA6 also notes that informative table B.1-1 contains location KPIs for the UAV use case.
 - 4) 	It is assumed that SA1 has no additional requirements for positioning for UAS beyond what is currently outlined in TS 22.071, 22.261, and TS 22.125.
In response, SA1 would like to confirm or clarify the following:
 - 	For “1” above, SA1 would like to clarify that SA1 has not specified applicable access for UAV in TS 22.125. The access networks for UAS, as discussed in SA1 Rel16 and Rel17 SIs/WIs, include E-UTRAN and NG-RAN. As part of Rel17 WI EAV (5G enhancement for UAVs) the positioning requirements for UAVs are specified in TS 22.125, which apply to a 5G system with NG-RAN and 5G Core network.
 
 - 	SA1 confirms that “2” above is correct, as all SA1 requirements, unless specifically excluded, are also considered applicable to 5GS. SA1 also agreed a Release 15 CR to update TS 22.071.
 - 	SA1 confirms that ”3” above is correct. NG-RAN is defined as a radio access network connected to the 5GC, which uses NR, E-UTRA, or both.
o	SA1 confirms that “3a” above is correct, noting that the content in table B.1-1 is informative only.
•	SA1 can confirm that “4” above is correct. SA1 has specified positioning requirements for UAS in TS 22.125. TS 22.071 specifies location service requirements and TS 22.261 specifies 5G positioning service requirements.
