The ambient viewing call is a type of a private MCVideo call that only allows a "viewed to" user to transmit media to a "viewing" user such that there is no indication on the MCVideo UE of the "viewed to" user about the call and the media transmission.
NOTE 1:	"viewed to" user refers to the user who is transmitting media in an ambient viewing call.
NOTE 2:	"viewing" user refers to the user who is receiving media in an ambient viewing call.
There are two types of ambient viewing call as below:
-	Remotely initiated ambient viewing is initiated by the authorized user (e.g., dispatcher) who wants to view to another user. In this case, the "viewed to" user is the called party, and shall automatically accept the call without causing any indication about the call and transmit the media to the "viewing" user.
NOTE 3:	The remotely initiated ambient viewing call can be enhanced by configuring one or more "witness" users in the MCVideo system. A "witness" user refers to an authorized user who can be notified and optionally requested to approve a remotely ambient viewing call request.
-	Locally initiated ambient viewing is initiated by an authorized user who wants another user to view to the MCVideo UE communication. In this case, the "viewed to" user is the calling party and shall automatically transmit the media to the "viewing" user without causing any indication about the call processing and media transmission.

[bookmark: _Toc45013881]7.6.3.x	Enhanced remotely initiated ambient viewing call
The enhanced remotely initiated ambient viewing call procedure is an enhanced version of the procedure described in clause 7.6.3.1, where upon the receipt of an ambient viewing call request, the MCVideo server notifies and optionally requests the approval of the ambient viewing call to one or more authorized MCVideo clients defined as "witness" user(s) for ambient viewing calls. The enhanced remotely initiated ambient viewing call setup procedure is intended to prevent a misuse of this feature.
NOTE 1:	The MCVideo server may receive a list of MCVideo IDs from the "viewing" user that can be defined as "witness" users. This list can be beneficial in certain scenarios such as emergency or secret operations. However, it is up to the MCVideo server to ultimately define the authorized users that can be defined as "witness" users.
Figure 7.6.3.x-1 illustrates the information flow for the enhanced remotely initiated ambient viewing call setup.
Pre-conditions:
-	MCVideo client 1 is the client of the authorized user who is authorized to invoke a remotely initiated ambient viewing call to be set up at the requested MCVideo client 2.
-	MCVideo clients 3 to N are the clients of authorized users to be notified and optionally requested to approve a remotely initiated ambient viewing call request.
-	MCVideo user 1 is the "viewing" user at MCVideo client 1, MCVideo user 2 is the "viewed to" user at MCVideo client 2, and MCVideo users 3 to N are the "witness" users at MCVideo clients 3 to N.


Figure 7.6.3.x-1: Enhanced remotely initiated ambient viewing call
1.	MCVideo client 1 initiates a remotely initiated ambient viewing call by sending the ambient viewing call request to the MCVideo server. The remotely initiated ambient viewing call type is included.
2.	The MCVideo server performs an authorization check to identify if the MCVideo user 1 is authorized to remotely initiate an ambient viewing call towards the MCVideo user 2. If authorization fails, the MCVideo server provides a failure response to MCVideo client 1.
3.	If the MCVideo user 1 is authorized, the MCVideo server provides a remote ambient viewing call notification to the MCVideo clients of the authorized users defined as "witness" users. The MCVideo server may request the "witness" users to approve the ambient viewing call request.
4.	If requested by the MCVideo server, the MCVideo clients of the defined "witness" users provide a response to the MCVideo server to indicate if the ambient viewing call request is approved or not. 
5.	If an approval response was requested by the MCVideo server, the MCVideo server based on the approval response(s) defines if the remotely initiated ambient viewing call request is authorized or not for the MCVideo client 1. 
NOTE 2:	It is implementation specific how the MCVideo server manages the approval responses when multiple "witness" users are defined. For example, the MCVideo server can decide to authorize the request based on the reception of at least one of the expected approval responses.
6-10. Steps 6 to 10 are described in figure 7.6.3.1-1 from steps 3 to 7.
11.	The ambient viewing call is released, e.g. as described in clauses 7.6.3.3 or 7.6.3.4.
12.	The MCVideo server sends an ambient viewing call release notification to MCVideo clients 3 to N to notify the "witness" users about the release of the corresponding remotely initiated ambient viewing call.
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
