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Thanks to both Mr Mattisson and Yokoyama-san for opening the discussion on

the "reference environment". For my part, here are my thoughts on what areas

need to be covered, and an initial suggestion for who should do what...

First, a recap on what I understand by "reference environment":

The "reference environment" should define a common starting point for all

the tests. That is, if a test operator follows the instructions in this

section, he/she should be able to enter at the beginning of any individual

conformance test with the MS and SS in known stable conditions. Obviously

the starting conditions will not be identical for every single test, so

probably we will have several reference enivironments - maybe covering

different groups of tests. Also, where a specific test requires exceptional

starting conditions, these would be specified as overrides to the closest

available default environment. Typically this would be used in things like

cell selection/reselection tests.
