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During the #13 meeting in Harpenden, UK, TSG T1/RF has discussed some changes in 25.133 related to confidence levels. For example, in Section 4 of 25.133v3.1.0, subclause 4.2.1.3, (the UE shall do a correct cell selection in [X%] of the cases) the requirement on the confidence level was removed. Also other TSG RAN WG4 core specifications contain requirements that can only be tested by estimating a statistical distribution, i.e. that have to be tested with a given confidence level, e.g. tests related to BLER measurements, detection time measurements, or power measurements during fading. It is TSG T1/RF’s understanding that it is TSG T1/RF’s responsibility to define confidence levels for such tests. TSG T1/RF would like to ask TSG RAN WG4 for confirmation of this understanding. In case TSG T1/RF’s current understanding is not in line with TSG RAN WG4’s view of this issue, an answer to this LS by the beginning of the next TSG T1/RF meeting on August 28th would be appreciated.
