The report will be updated with the dates 5 to 8 September for SMG7#26, 4 to 6 September for GPRS and EDGE drafting groups.

SMG transfer of activity to 3GPP

7-00-179: Report from 3GPP adhoc group on movement of GSM radio activities into 3GPP

Mr Recouvreux presented this document. This report was the output of an adhoc group established to study the issue. The proposal can be found in paragraph 6.2: to create a new TSG called GERAN (GSM EDGE Radio Access Network) that will include the activities of SMG2 and SMG7. The new groups will be convened for 2 meetings by their existing chairs (acting as convenors) and new elections for chairs will take place at their second meeting. This will be in a transition period of 6 month. After this, there will be a review of the work to see if it is considered better to organise the work in another way. Annex B contains the ToR for the proposed TSG GERAN and paragraph 5.4 contains the time schedule. The decision will be taken by PCG & OP in 17-19 July.

The meeting noted that for the time being we have no indication of the potential decision on the transfer of work. Due to this uncertainty, we must be very careful in scheduling our meetings.

Mr Fenn noted that we would no longer be part of ETSI. Some relationships would have to be established with ETSI, TCAM, etc. The meetings will be held all around the world, maybe some more electronic work will be necessary.

On the other hand, SMG may be transposed into a new group called MSG, that will convert all the 3GPP deliverables into ETSI deliverables. Also, it will take care of all the regulatory issues. This is being discussed in the ETSI board. For the moment there are two proposals:

· to create a new group called MSG 

· to create a new subgroup covered by ERM

Mr Schulze said that we should take more care about the technical work and not spend most of the time discussing about the organisation.

Mr Fenn said that from April the 8th we are under the new R&TTED regime. The role of SMG7 has become more important. If we are not going to be part of ETSI, we can have a wider scope outside Europe. Maybe we are going to face more work in 11.10. We are not longer bounded by conformance testing; for example interoperability test could also be part of our work.

Mr Schulze noted that the work of GCF is also directly related to 11.10. He doesn't thinks is better to have two different groups (one for regulatory and other for technical work). For the moment we have worked in a single group in a quite successful way. If we split in two groups we will need communications between the groups, etc.

It was noted that 3GPP TSG T1 is not dealing with regulatory issues. 3GPP is not producing standards; it is producing specifications that go back to the organisational partners to be transposed into national standards. In the European case, the 3GPP specifications will go to MSG (the new SMG) and they will be published as ENs.

The following points will be treated on Thursday:

· Proposal to forward to SMG#32 

1. do we agree with the transfer to 3GPP?, 

2. do we prefer to be under T1 or GERAN?

· Future meetings of SMG7 or test specification group

· Scope of the new group

On Thursday, the dates for future meetings were treated. Mr Recouvreux noted that this will be the last SMG7 meeting as it is now but we need to schedule two more meetings until the end of the year in order to go on with our work. Since SMG will disappear, a convenor will be needed for these meetings, Mr Recouvreux will be happy to do it.

It was noted that if SMG7 if transfer to 3GPP, all the documents will be transferred to 3GPP and a new e-mail exploder list will be created in the 3GPP server.

AP25.1: Ms Salmeron to contact the host of T1 meeting in USA to see if it is possible to held the SMG7 meeting at the same place.

For SMG7#27 the documents will be placed on the server as usual (one week before the meeting). Ms Salmeron will get some help from ETSI MCC to do this.

The future meetings for test of GSM MS are planned independently of the group we will have to report to.

On Thursday evening, an ad-hoc group on 'Transfer of activity' was established to prepare an input paper to the 3GPP about SMG7's view on its future. This ad-hoc group reported to the plenary on Friday (see 7-00-267). 

The following companies participated in the ad-hoc group on 'Transfer of activity': DoCoMo Europe, Mannesmann, NEC, Siemens, R&S, Nokia, Ericsson, Alcatel and Telit Mobile.

Before leaving this agenda item, Mr Scrase, the head of ETSI MCC, gave some information about the status of the transfer of activity.

· The report from the ad-hoc group has been sent to all the partners with request to agree with the transfer of work and the creation of GERAN. The deadline for answer is Friday.

· The ETSI board has agreed in principle with the transfer of work and the creation of GERAN. It was approved as an orientation paper.

· The 9th June there will be a briefing meeting in ETSI where all the ETSI members have the opportunity to express their view and agree the position of the ETSI delegation to be presented to the OP meeting in July. Every ETSI member can be part of the ETSI delegation, the only requirement is to be in the briefing meeting in June.

· Meeting of the OP 18-19 July in Beijing where the final decision will be agreed.

7-00-267: SMG7’s views on the “Report to the 3GPP Organizational Partners regarding Movement of GSM Radio Activities into 3GPP”, dated 30th March 2000
On Friday, Mr Schulze presented this document as the output of the ad-hoc group on 'Transfer of activity'. The document has been formally approved by the ad-hoc group members, nevertheless, some issues are still open for consultation to SMG7 plenary.

Comments:

· It was clarified that the common testing areas with TSG T1 are related to Non Access Stratum protocol

· Mr Hu commented that the default message content is in a separate document in T1. SMG7 include RR, which is different in 3GPP. T1 has copied the tests from 11.10-1 and removed this part from them.

· Mr Recouvreux commented that to go on with the merging we should restructure the 11.10.

· Changes to current test cases in 11.10-1 will affect the work of T1.

· There was a proposal to say that: "Excepting the multimode case SMG7 does not see possible to joint with T1, unless that T1 accept to treat RR or GSM related procedures for the common areas and the maintenance of releases previous to R99". Nevertheless, this proposal was found too heavy by the meeting and was not included in the report.

· Mr Hu pointed out that we don't need to refer to any merging with T1 since this is not considered a possibility in the report. T1 and SGM7 treat with different radio interface that will be competitors in the future.

· Mr Recouvreux, Mr Hu and Ms Salmerón expressed their desire to go on with the work in the new "SMG7".

· Mr Hu informed that T1 plans to finish the dual mode (GSM/UMTS) handover test cases by the beginning of next year.

· In the document SMG7 asks for permission for Mr Recouvreux to present this document to the briefing meeting the 9th June.

The document was revised and agreed in 7-00-272.

AP25.2: ETSI MCC will broadcast the document 7-00-272 to ETSI SMG list next Monday 22nd May

7.
Regulatory documents and issues

7-00-213: Publications in the Official Journal

Ms Salmerón presented this document containing the titles and references of harmonised standards under the R&TTE directive that where published by the Commission in the Official Journal the 7th April 2000. Erroneously, TBR19 and TBR31 have been published, but this will be corrected by a new publication in June.

Mr Besseyre noted that this publication corresponds to the transitional period of 1 year (April 2000 to April 2001). He thinks the errors are not very critical, since they are not detrimental. 

Mr Recouvreux thinks that if it is not possible to publish the CTR19 and CTR31 under the R&TTED, we should ask the Commission to issue some recommendation on the tests to use. 

Alcatel, as a manufacturer, requested a transitional period during which all the old documents can be used.

Mr Recouvreux noted that in the R&TTED, article 18, it is stated that CTRs under 98/13/EC published can be used as a basis for a presumption of conformity. However, Mr Craik said that CTRs cannot be referenced in the OJ.

A LS will be produced in 7-00-232 to the Steering Committee and Mr Craik (ETSI representative to TCAM) to indicate that the transition period stated in the R&TTED has not been properly respected. The LS will be reviewed under agenda item 14. Mr Craik will try to get some clarification from Mark Bogers.

7-00-137: 13.11 v1.1.6 (MS Harmonised Standard)

Ms Salmeron presented this new version of the MS HS under the R&TTED. References and editorial corrections have been added to the latest version circulated by e-mail. Ms Salmeron noted that at the last SMG#31 meeting, the Spanish regulator commented that some additional test cases should be added to the HS. 

Additionally, the open issued identified at the last SMG7 #24 to be worked out at this meeting are:

· Test cases for mobiles not supporting speech

· Special test situations (e.g. MS with integral test antenna)

· Review of other R98 features to see if additional test are necessary or exclude them from the scope of the HS

· The current GPRS tests only cover a subset of GPRS mobiles (e.g. GPRS only mobiles and Class A mobiles are not included), this will have to be indicated in the scope of the HS

At this point, Mr Recouvreux said that he has received a document from ERM RM explaining why some receiver test performance is necessary for the HS. This document was also forwarded to the Steering Committee. The comments received at that meeting were:

- the document is only a draft, and the chairman of ERM was not very happy with it

- a HS shall only contain essential requirements, and that shall be decided by the technical body in a case by case basis

Mr Craik got some information from Mike Sharpe (ERM Technical Officer): This document is a draft and for the moment two countries are opposing to it. 

At SMG7, no company requested to have this document presented at the meeting.

The comments from the Spanish regulator were studied one by one:

· Tx output power and burst timing also for MS without a permanent antenna connector: This test case was not included because it is a special test case situation since it is very difficult to measure and the uncertainty is very big. The test method is not reliable or even clearly explained in 11.10-1. Mr Recouvreux noted that a solution is to exclude MS with integral antenna connector from the scope of the HS but this didn't seem practical. Another solution is to provide a temporary antenna connector and perform the test for permanent antenna connector. The issue was treated by the RF subgroup and the following was agreed:

· to delete "MS with permanent antenna connector" in sections 4.2.5 and 5.2.5

· to delete "-1" in all references to 13.3-1

· to modify the HS applicability table accordingly

These modifications were made in 13.11 v1.1.7 (7-00-274).

· Rx sensitivity: The meeting couldn't image how a bad receiver could cause harmful interference. The majority of the meeting (show of hands) agreed to not include this test case in the HS. SMG7 does not consider Rx sensitivity an essential requirement under article 3.2 of the HS.

· Power in adjacent channel (as in RTTE HS for GSM base stations): This test is already included as 13.4 'Output spectrum' in our HS.

The open issues identified at the last SMG7 #24 were also treated one by one:

· Mobiles not supporting speech: The HS doesn't contain the necessary requirements for only data MS. This is the case of test case 14.3 and the equivalent test case for R-GSM (14.16.1). Motorola thinks these tests should be deleted because these are receiver tests and we have not included the receiver sensitivity in the HS. There was no objection to delete 14.3 and 14.16.1. This solves this problem of having requirements for only speech mobiles.

· Special tests situations: The meeting studied them one by one.

· 13.3-2: There was a proposal from the RF subgroup already treated in the first bullet point of the comment from the Spanish regulator

· 14.7.2: The conformance requirement seems to be relevant but the test method is not appropriate. No company support the inclusion of this requirement in the HS.

· The meeting agreed that the HS is valid for mobile not supporting speech and supporting circuit switched data

· There are no additional requirements and tests for R96, R97 and R98 to be included in the HS.

· Is the HS applicable to the GPRS Class A mobiles? The discussion was postponed until Mr Ronbeck was available. He explained that the actual GPRS tests in the HS are applicable to GPRS Class A mobiles, the problem is that there are no test available for simultaneous GPRS and circuit switched operation. With this information, the meeting agreed that the HS is not valid for GPRS Class A mobiles. The scope of the HS was modified accordingly in 13.11 v 1.1.7 (7-00-274). The HS will be updated when the necessary tests are defined for Class A mobiles.

· Is the HS valid for mobiles not supporting speech and supporting GPRS (i.e. only GPRS mobile)? Mr Ronbeck said that many of the RF test are not rewritten for GPRS, all the basic test for the Tx are done in the circuit switched mode. An ad-hoc group formed by Ericsson, STMicroelectronics, Alcatel, Siemens and R&S studied the issue and reported to the plenary on Friday. The conclusion was that the HS is not applicable to only GPRS mobiles because we only have tests for Circuit switched mode. The scope of the HS was modified accordingly in 13.11 v 1.1.7 (7-00-274).

· Document 7-00-221 indicates the areas were tests cases are missing for GPRS. With this information, the meeting confirmed that the HS is valid for:

· Type 2 MS

· MS with 3 or more Tx-slots

· GPRS only MS

· MS that can operate in class B in network mode III

The HS was finally approved in 7-00-274 as 13.11 version 1.1.7. This document will be presented to SMG plenary for approval as version 7 (R98). A small revision was made to the references to say "EN 300 607-1 (GSM 11.10-1) version 8.1.0".

Another time, the question of undated or dated references in the HS was raised. It was indicated that there is a clear guidance from the Steering Committee in having dated references. Finally  the meeting agreed to have dated references (as in 7-00-274), with a small majority , when a large number of delegates  did not have a firm opinion .

Review of the LSs allocated to the SMG7 Plenary

Document organisation and management

At the last SMG7 meeting, 11.10-1 was merged in a single document 11.10-1 v8.1.0. Some points were not completely clear and were expected to be solved at this meeting. The merged 11.10-1 was accepted in SMG#31 but was indicated that it was no more necessary to maintain the other version. ETSI decided to withdrawn these previous versions of 11.10-1 to avoid any confusion. Some comments were received from one company, saying that they should be frozen not withdrawn. The meeting agreed that we don't want to freeze the older versions, they will be withdrawn. If there is a big opposition at SMG we will propose to keep the old versions of 11.10 deleting all the text and adding a sentence "test specification for Rxx are in 11.10-1 v8"

In principle, it was agreed that instead of removing 11.10-1 completely from the server, we could delete all the test in 11.10-1 and include some text indicating were can be found this information. Anite volunteered to prepare this text in 7-00-264. This was treated under point 17.

7-00-136: LS on Change of delivery type of GSM 11.21/11.26 to ETSI Technical Specification (TS).

SMG2 asks SMG to change these ENs to TSs due to the publication of EN 301 502 (GSM Base Stations and repeaters HS under article 3.2 of R&TTED).

The LS was noted. For the time being we will not change anything in our 11.10. We should ask for some legal guidance before doing anything.

7-00-210: Request to Create a new PICS Document for GSM phase 2+

CETECOM GmbH supports the creation of PICS Phase 2+. The document was noted. There are contributions on their request.

7-00-162: Draft GSM 11.110-2 v0.0.1 for R96 (PICS)

Ms Salmerón presented this new version of the PICS. This document includes a new proposal for table A.1 "Types of MS" and some new PICS. The meeting is asked to confirm the applicability statements proposed in annex B.

The meeting agreed with the proposed table A.1.

The applicability statements will be review by the subgroups, under agenda item 7.

The bearer services tables will be considered at the signalling subgroup.

Although this document is a draft for 11.10-2 R96, the meeting agreed that it will be used as the basis for the draft 11.10-2 for R00. This will be treated as a working document were all the PICS proposed by the meeting will be included. This document will be a merged document including the PICS for all the releases. The release from which each PICS is applicable will be indicated in the document.

7-00-177: Proposal for addition of SoLSA PICS in 11.10-2 R99

Ericsson will propose some new test. This is the new PICS to add to 11.10-2. This PICS is applicable for MS from R99.

The PICS will be incorporated in the draft of 11.10-2 and placed on the server.

7-00-153: New PICS items for the UUS and the Follow Me services

MCC/STF139 proposed these changes following the CR in Tdoc 7-00-151. This PICS is applicable for MS from R00.

The PICS will be incorporated in the draft of 11.10-2 and placed on the server.

7-00-201: CR to 11.10-1 on Addition of a new optional artificial ear Type for acoustic tests

Alcatel proposed to add this information in 11.10-1 Annex 3. The CR was agreed.

The three types of artificial ear shall also be included in the draft 11.10-2, in the table "Additional information". The releases from which they are applicable are:

· Type 1: Phase2

· Type 3.2 and 3.4: R96.

7-00-214: Delta-Document for GSM 11.10-1 Release 99

CETECOM GmbH asked to produce a delta-document that clearly point out which test cases are effected by the merging (and which have to be either revalidated or rewritten for the test systems). The document was noted. SMG7 don't see for the time being any problems different to the ones we have before the merging.

Decision: New test cases to 11.10-1 will not be accepted without the corresponding PICS/PIXIT statements and update of the applicability table.

Mr Recouvreux noted the e-mail sent by Mr Hu to the e-mail reflector, proposing the creation of a STF (of one person) to do the update of 11.10-2. 

The PICS document is needed urgently. Voluntary contributions are not enough since they are not done in a global manner. Mr Hu proposed to ask SMG for the creation of a STF (Call for experts) of three man/month. The delegates expressed their agreement with the proposal. Mr Hu will propose the ToR on Thrusday (see section 14 of this report).

AOB for the Plenary

7-00-173: Modification of section 11.7 to enhance IMEI security

Mannesmann Mobilfunk present this CR to align 11.10-1 with the changes done to GSM 02.09, 02.16 and 03.03 regarding IMEI security.

It was clarified that for the time being, this test is done by manufacturer declaration.

Some discussion was hold on the meaning of tampering (Tampering is replacing and changing the original IMEI of a product) also there was some objection from Ericsson to the actual wording of the test since it might cause some confidentiality problems to manufacturers.

Mr Recouvreux noted that the conformance requirement is different to the one agreed at SMG. Mr Schulze explained that this is because the old conformance requirement in 11.10-1 has been adapted to the new test. Nevertheless, Nokia noted that the test purpose has been changed completely. If the test purpose is changed, the conformance requirement has to be aligned.

The CR was not accepted as presented. Mr Recouvreux edited the CR on-line to add the new conformance requirement and a declaration to be done by manufacturers. The CR was finally approved as 7-00-254.

7-00-158: 05.05: difference between releases

7-00-159: 05.08: difference between releases

7-00-160: 05.10: difference between releases

7-00-161: 04.08: difference between releases

Mr West produced these documents for the GSMA. They show the difference between the different releases of the core specifications (e.g. 5b0r shows the differences between version 4 and version 5). This can be useful for us to identify changes in the conformance requirement.

Due to the big size of the 04.08, this standard has been split in several parts to be able to perform the comparison. Only the important parts of the document have been compared.

Mr Recouvreux noted that these are important and useful documents. Companies shall consider these documents and when differences are found the corresponding CRs shall be presented. We should ask the GPRS subgroup if they have some specifications to be compared.

Reports from the GPRS and EDGE Drafting groups

7-00-216: Report from the GPRS drafting group

Mr Ronbeck explained that the GPRS subgroup has had two meeting since the last SMG7 meeting. The progress is good and all the main test areas are finished. The only area were some work is still remaining is in 'Tx power control timing'.

Planning for the future: No more test cases are foreseen. The meetings will depend on the amount of CRs.

The following CRs will be presented to SMG7 for approval: TDocs 217, 218, 219, 220, 221, 222, 223, 256 and 257.

The test mode was discussed with the EDGE subgroup. The signalling of the actual test mode conflicts with the normal MS signalling, therefore the group agreed to limit the current Test Mode to features used in current RF tests.

The next GPRS meeting is planned at the same time as the next SMG7.

The report was noted.

7-00-250: Report from the EDGE drafting group

Mr Damian (Siemens) convened the meeting. Five delegates attended the meeting. Mr Damian informed about the following points:

· All the Tx tests have been finalised 

· CRs were presented to the RF subgroup.

· For the moment there is no agreement on the measurement uncertainty. R&S will make a proposal.

· The test mode was discussed together with the GPRS subgroup.

· No comments on Compact, concern about the progress in the area.

· In June it will be decided if an ad-hoc meeting before the SMG7 plenary is necessary.

The document was noted.

PCS 1900 activity

7-00-174: Information on Intent to Update 11.10-1, Release 99 to Include PCS1900

With this document Cetecom informs of its intention of being rapporteur to include the PCS1900 tests in R99 of 11.10-1. Anite and Motorola GmbH are going to collaborate but some other volunteers are needed in order to finish the work by September 2000. The document was noted.

7-00-262: GSM 11.10 harmonisation and GSM 1900 GPRS test cases

In this letter, Voice Stream (associated ETSI member) request 7 Layers to represent them and to take the lead on incorporating GSM 1900 in 11.10 (including the GPRS test cases).

With this letter, it was seen that at least 4 companies are interested in the PCS 1900 activities. 

CETECOM, 7 Layers, Anite and Motorola GmbH are willing to collaborate in the inclusion of PCS 1900 in 11.10. A new ad-hoc group will be created with Mr Zollner as the convenor. 

AP25.3 Ms Salmeron: To create an exploder list and document area on the server for the new PCS 1900 ad-hoc group.

The ad-hoc group will report to the next SMG7 meeting. They expect to finish the work by the end of the year. It was noted that CR to test cases shall include all the necessary information to allow the implementation of the test or to use the test (i.e. PICS and update of applicability table).

SAGEM and MCC/STF139 proposed the creation of new test cases for implicit UUS1, and for Follow Me and for user-to-dispatcher information in VBS/VGCS. The test cases are required by UIC for the ASCI-Phase 3.

Mr Delvaux explained that STF139 is a group involved in R-GSM activities and chaired by Mr Bergman. 

Mrs Bardaux presented the tests. As these test cases are proposed for R00, the 11.10-1 will have to be upgraded to R00 (version 9.x.x). The release from which the test cases are applicable is indicated in Tdoc 7-00-152 (update of the applicability table).

The following comments were made by the meeting: 

· In the Related PICS/PIXIT, GSM 400 shall be added to the type of MS, since these tests are for R00.

· PCS 1900 should be also included but not for the moment. We will wait until this is added to all the test cases.

· Service Call information element shall be corrected to '214'.

The document was revised in 7-00-228 and finally approved.

7-00-152: Modification of the references and the applicability table related to the UUS and the Follow Me test cases

MCC/STF139 proposed these changes following the CR in Tdoc 7-00-215.

The technical content of the document was accepted. Mr Recouvreux noted that there was an error in the applicability table of the previous version, 'R95' does not mean anything and should be replaced by 'Phase2'. Mrs Bardaux volunteered to do the corrections and to present them to the plenary under agenda item 22 as Tdoc 7-00-229. The document was again revised before its presentation by the author in 7-00-270 (see section 16.2 of the report from the plenary).

7-00-153: New PICS items for the UUS and the Follow Me services

This document contains the PICS related to the tests in 7-00-215. The document was agreed and the information will be included in the draft of 11.10-2 by Ms Salmeron.

The document also included a proposal to delete the PICS in 11.10-3 once the 11.10-2 is approved, since they are duplicated. The meeting agreed that the PICS in 11.10-2 and 11.10-3 should be aligned. After the completion of 11.10-2 we will reassess if the PICS in 11.10-3 are necessary.

This document contains the PICS related to the test cases proposed in Tdoc 7-00-175. The technical content was accepted and it will be included in the draft of 11.10-2 by Ms Salmeron.

7-00-176: CR to 11.10-1 on addition of SoLSA test cases to applicability table and update of references

Ericsson proposed this change following the new tests proposed in Tdoc 7-00-175. Ms Salmeron noted that some references may clash with those already added in Tdoc 7-00-152. Ericsson checked this and presented a revised version of the CR in Tdoc 7-00-233 that was finally approved.

7-00-175: CR to 11.10-1 on addition of test cases for SoLSA, sections 20 and 26.

Ericsson presented these new signalling and RF test cases for SoLSA. At the signalling subgroup, only test cases to section 26 were revised.

· The default message contents are missing. 

· The type of MS will be deleted from the Related PICS/PIXIT statement.

The RF subgroup shall give advice on these matters. The document was revised in 7-00-235 and after in 7-00-266 and treated at the plenary under section 17.

7-00-183: Introduction of AMR Signalling Test Cases

Mannesmann presented this CR to introduce some signalling AMR tests. These tests have been made adapting other signalling tests to the AMR case. 

Problems:

· As in the previous CR, the section numbering is wrong.

· Editorial problem in Related PICS/PIXIT

· Default message contents are not identified

The document was revised in 7-00-236.

7-00-236: 

Changes:

· PICS/PIXIT deleted

· section number changed to 26.16

· Agreed by the RF subgroup.

· Normative reference added. To be added at the end.

· Default message contents are added at the end in section 26.16.9

It was noted that the handover test case (26.16.5) is not valid for the moment for GSM 400 mobiles and R-GSM. The inclusion of these bands in the test requires further work, therefore it was decided to modify the applicability statement in the test. The test will be revised in 7-00-260. The CR to the applicability table (7-00-237) will be revised in 7-00-261. See section 16.3 of the report for the plenary.

7-00-184: CR to 11.10-1 on Alignment of Applicability Table in section 3.2 for former introduction of two SMS tests in section 34.2.9.1 and 34.2.9.2 and current introduction of AMR test cases (section 26.15)

Mannesmann proposed to add some test cases that were missing in the applicability table for some SMS tests and for the new proposed AMR tests. 

Problems:

· The release for the AMR test cases is wrong, should be R98 instead of R97. 

· The test case section number is wrong. 

The document will be revised in 7-00-237.

Mr Recouvreux noted that some PICS can be necessary for the new multiple SMS test cases. The new PICS were proposed in 7-00-238 that was agreed for inclusion in the draft 11.10-2.

It was also noted that the word 'concatenated' in the applicability statement for test 34.2.9.2 might be wrong. Mr Schulze checked if the test case refer only to the multiple SMS or if concatenated SMS are also included. A new document was presented in 7-00-241.

7-00-241: CR to 11.10-1 on Correction of Test Case 34.2.9.2 “Multiple SMS mobile originated / MS in active mode”

Concatenated SMS is a special feature. The word "concatenated" was wrongly used in test 34.2.9.2, which only relates to multiple SMS. This CR suppresses that word from the test. The CR was agreed. This test is valid for MS for Phase 2 to R99.

7-00-237: (Revision of 184) CR to 11.10-1 on Alignment of Applicability Table in section 3.2 for former introduction of two SMS tests in section 34.2.9.1 and 34.2.9.2 and current introduction of AMR test cases (section 26.15)

The changes are: 

· The section number of the AMR 

· test has been changed to 26.15 to 26.16. 

· The release applicable is corrected. 

· Multirate is changed to AMR. 

· It was checked that test 34.2.9.2 is not related to concatenated SMS. This caused a modification to the test case itself the new version of the test is in 7-00-241.

AP25S.2: To Mr Schulze to check and provide PICS for multiple SMS.

The CR was revised again in 7-00-261 due to a problem with the applicability of the test cases to GSM400 and R-GSM. See section 16.3 of the plenary report.

GPRS drafting group proposed this change to align with the core specifications. The CR was agreed.

GPRS drafting group proposed this CR to correct some errors in the test and to reflect changes to the core specifications. The CR was agreed.

7-00-219: CRs to 11.10-1 on GPRS Generic Data Transfer

GPRS drafting group proposed this CR to add generic procedures for GPRS uplink and downlink data transfer. The CR has also been reviewed by the RF subgroup. The CR was agreed but considering that shall be category B. 

7-00-220: CRs to 11.10-1 clause 41.2.7.1

GPRS drafting group proposed this correction. The CR was agreed.

7-00-222: CRs to 11.10-1 on LLC

GPRS drafting group proposed the addition of the tests for LLC. Mr Ronbeck noted that there are some differences in the conformance requirement for the difference release in clause 46.1.2.2.1.1.1 but there is no difference in the test itself. It was also noted that it has to be checked if the references refer to the same sections in the different releases of the core specifications. The CR was agreed.

7-00-223: CRs to 11.10-1 on SNDCP

GPRS drafting group proposed the addition of several new tests. The CR was agreed.

7-00-256: CR to 11.10-1 on Practical changes to the ‘GPRS High Layer Default’ conditions in-order to address issues of GPRS broadcast information (PACKET SYSTEM INFORMATION, PSI).

GPRS drafting group proposed some changes to the default conditions. The CR was agreed.
7-00-257: CR to 11.10-1 on Default PDP contexts and macros

GPRS drafting group defined more default PDP contexts and macros that can be used by all the test cases. The CR was agreed.

7.
11.10-1, R96 feature testing

All the CRs contain corrections to existing test.

7-00-203: CR to 11.10-1 on The NOTIFICATION_RESPONSE message becomes a RR message

STF139-SAGEM proposed to change the type of the notification_response message to RR instead of MM, to align with the cores spec.

It was not very clear if this change was done to all the releases in the core specifications (i.e. R96 onwards). This was confirmed by Mr Delvaux in Tdoc 7-00-251, which shows the list of CRs to the core specification from R96 onwards.

Taking into account this information the CR in Tdoc 7-00-203 was agreed.

7-00-204: CR to 11.10-1 on Test on VGCS-VBS / Notification / Reduced NCH monitoring : reading of NCH

STF139-SAGEM: proposed to add a missing PICS.

Problems:

· It was noted that it is also necessary to specify the related PICS to be included in the draft 11.10-2. 

· The comment "For all releases, but only the R98 is maintained" is wrong.
· Check that the latest version of 11.10-1 have been used (it was noted that GSM 400 didn't appear in the tests)

The CR was revised in 7-00-242 and finally agreed. This test is valid for mobiles from R96 onwards.

The additional PICS for 11.10-2 were presented in 7-00-240 and agreed to be included in the draft 11.10-2.

7-00-205: CR to 11.10-1 on Test concerning VGCS-VBS / Paging / Notification in the PAGING REQUEST Type 1

STF139-SAGEM proposed to improve the test procedure and expected sequence and to correct the coding of P1 rest octets.

It was checked that references to GSM 400 are not needed. The CR is accepted with the remark that the comment "For all releases, but only the R99 is maintained" is wrong.

7-00-206: CR to 11.10-1 on Test VGCS-VBS / GCC-BCC Procedures / MO call establishment : the Immediate Setup activation

STF139-SAGEM proposed this correction to the test. Since the use of the IMMEDIATE SETUP message depends of the priority of the call, it is more correct to indicate just the choice of the priority of the outgoing call.

Problems:
