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Introduction

The majority of the other TSGs and working groups have now identified their work items for release 2000.  This means that we can now proceed with the identification, approval and planning of the conformance testing work items.

This document and its associated project plan (MS Project and PDF formats) has been compiled to show all of the T1 work items in one separate section.  The intention however is that once they are approved they would be placed with their associated features.  (It is believed that with MS project it is possible to have a filtered view showing just the T1 items).

Just a reminder about terminology; the term ‘Work Item’ can apply to any item in the plan whether it be a whole feature or just a single work task.  Work tasks assemble to form building blocks, building blocks assemble to form features.

Proposal

1. It is proposed that at this stage we aim to produce Release 2000 versions of the current documents, i.e. 4.x.x.

2. The work plan shows all of the current documents including 34.108 and 34.109.  It may not be necessary to produce R4 versions of these documents since they may not need to be updated or they may be assigned to another TSG.

3. Against each document I have added a work item relating to those features that are likely to cause a conformance specification requirement or which may affect an existing one.

4. Not surprisingly, most of the features will affect the signalling/protocol specifications.

5. In the version of the plan submitted to the IGC, the new work items were linked to the completion of the parent features, however in the current version these links have been separated.

6. Most of the work items have been allocated 6 months (26w) and those where there is likely to be minor changes 3 months.  These times need to be reviewed by the working groups and realistic more figures chosen.

7. Once the details are agreed we need to prepare a work item coversheet(s).  One sheet can cover many items.

8. Lastly, we need to consider whether it would be worthwhile creating a new document to cover the testing of features and facilities in the applications layers, i.e. above L3.  This would have the benefit of limiting the size and scope of the current 34.123 series and would allow other test concepts to be considered, i.e. non TTCN, statistical methods such as traffic simulation, QoS measurements based on service requirements not specific bearers.

I would suggest we hold a short open discussion on this in T1.
