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Introduction

At the GCF 3G workshop, held at Sonderborg on 25th March, 2001, the GCF asked TSG T1 to clarify how regulatory and voluntary test cases should be defined.

Regulatory Test Cases

All test specifications produced by TSG T1 are conformance specifications, that is, they provide methods and performance criteria, that if met, prove conformance of the aspect tested to the relevant core specification.  Some of these ‘conformance’ specifications may be deemed to be ‘regulatory’ by the regulatory bodies responsible for specific territories.

TSG T1 has ensured that the test specifications take account of all known regulatory requirements of the regions that are members of 3GPP.  They represent at least, a superset of each region’s own regulatory specification.  This allows mutual recognition of conformance testing and type approval, and it avoids the need for a UE to be tested in every region before it allowed to be used/roam in a new territory.

As all test cases produced by T1 are ‘conformance tests’, any UE that supports the relevant feature must pass such a test.  Whether these tests are required to be performed and recorded in order to gain ‘GCF certification’, is a matter for the GCF.

Voluntary Test Cases

Voluntary test cases can be considered to be either those created by TSG T1, or another 3rd party, not specifically required by ‘GCF’ for basic certification.  Whatever the source of these test cases however, they must still confirm compliance with the 3GPP core specifications only.
