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Subject:
Work Item creation on WAP WAE/SIMToolkit interworking

SMG9 wants to inform SMG1,3GPP T2 MExE, and the WAP Forum that SMG9 intends to create the above mentioned work item.

The aim of the WI is to allow interaction and communication between WAP/MExE and SIMToolkit environments, in order to enable an operator to provide one unique access for all services (WAP/MExE and SAT) to the end user, and to extend the range of value-added services in a transparent way whichever the Execution Environment Platform is used.

The currently identified SAT requirements are :

1. A SIM application session should be able to request the WAE user agent to get an URL and display the content corresponding to this URL  (Uniform Resource Location).

2. A SIM application session and a WAE user agent should be able to communicate in order to exchange data  (e.g. response data from SAT could be interpreted by the WAE and vice versa).

3. A SIM application session could be able to be opened directly from the WAE user agent.

SMG9 will closely liaise within the WAP Forum and 3GPP T2 MExE on the WI, in order to prevent any inconsistencies.
