Description

This command allows control of the User-to-User Signalling Supplementary Service 1 (UUS1) according to 3G 22.087.

Parameter <n> is used to disable/enable the presentation of an intermediate result code +CUUS1: <m>,<UUIE> to the TE when receiving a response from the remote party to the implicit activation request.

Parameter <mode> is used to disable/enable the implicit request of the User-to-User Service 1. When <mode> = 1 and <UUIE> not empty, <UUIE> is included as the value part of the User-to-User Information Element (as defined in 3G 24.008) and UUS1 is implicitly activated when originating or responding all subsequent calls. When <mode> = 1 and <UUIE> is missing, then the User-to-User IE should not be present in messages send by the MS.

The interaction of this command with other commands based on other supplementary services is described in the 3G standard.
