The WAP WAG Data Synchronisation Drafting Committee would like to thank 3GPP for the opportunity to work with TSG T2 SWG2 on the data synchronisation extensions referenced in SWG2’s liaison statement T2-000332 entitled “LS Reply to Questions on  “MExE support of VHE User Profiles””.

The WAG Sync-relevant portion of the LS concerns WAG Sync use case coverage of extensions for one to one, one to N, and N to M stores synchronisation.  WAG Sync’s explicitly defined use cases cover one to one and one to N stores synchronisation.  While N to M stores synchronisation is not explicitly covered in the currently defined use cases, WAG Sync will consider explicitly adding it.

WAG Sync also notes that SWG2 proposes consolidating the definition of new data types in 3GPP requiring data synchronisation services and requests that SWG2 provide WAG Sync with more information concerning this composite specification and the proposed management of these data types.
