3GPP has specified a synchronisation standard between mobile devices, desktop applications and servers over a wide area network.


Two documents have been produced in 3G TS 27.103 and 3G TR 27.903.





In parallel to the 3GPP activities, the needs and the market demand for synchronisation features have led mobile phones and PDAs manufacturers to set-up an new industry initiative to develop and promote a single, common data protocol known as SyncML that can used in the wide area of the High Technology Industry.





Considering the protocol framework applied to both solutions, the latter appear to be two possible implementations that could lead to limitation of interoperability between mobile manufacturers and Service Providers or Applications vendors.





So as to promote Wide Area Network data synchronisation and to make it a success for all involved companies, Alcatel would be pleased that both 3GPP and WAP Forum provide their position regarding the potential adoption of SyncML as the standard for synchronisation. Consequently, it could be studied on how could the 3GPP specifications be improved to convergence with the SyncML initiative.
