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The SyncML initiative (www.syncml.org) submitted a liaison statement (‘T2-000387 (LS from SyncML initiative).doc’) to 3GPP T2 requesting that T2 recognise and adopt SyncML, the SyncML initiative’s data synchronisation technology, for use in 3GPP equipment.  Mr. Douglas Heintzman, chairman of the SyncML initiative (dgheintz@us.ibm.com), put this request into perspective by presenting a well-received overview of SyncML in the T2 opening plenary and technical discussion of SyncML in the SWG2 meeting (‘T2-000439(SyncML and 3GPP 0828).ppt’, ‘T2-000440(SyncML Briefing technical for 3Gpp 0829).ppt’).



In order to better understand and act upon the SyncML initiative’s requests, several issues arose from questions and concerns voiced during Mr. Heintzman’s two presentations.  The principal among these were:

1. T2 needs the SyncML specifications to be made available to all T2 member companies for review, not only T2 member companies with ties to the SyncML initiative.  
2. T2 needs a compatibility review of SyncML with existing 3GPP release specifications (e.g., Release 99’s existing data synchronisation specification) in order to be considered for inclusion in future 3GPP specifications releases.  
3. T2 needs a detailed comparison of SyncML features available in the to-be-published SyncML v1.0 specification to Release 99’s existing data synchronisation specifications.  This detailed comparison should highlight the new features SyncML v1.0 adds to the existing 3GPP specifications.  
4. T2 needs a migration plan from the existing Release 99 specifications to SyncML that would maintain reverse compatibility with Release 99.  
5. T2 needs a roadmap showing future SyncML release features with associated time frames for these releases to understand the direction to be taken by the SyncML initiative.  
6. T2 needs to understand the formal procedure for adding new features and modifications needed to support 3GPP’s ongoing requirements for data synchronisation enhancements and modifications.
T2 hopes that such documents could be made available in the near future.

T2 will take steps to determine the best method to interact with the SyncML initiative. 
T2 thanks the SyncML initiative for their submissions and Mr. Heintzman, specifically, for his well-received presentations and looks forward to continuing the dialog started with the SyncML initiative during the TSG T2 #10 meeting in Galway, Ireland.
