SWG2 would like to thank the WAP Forum’s WAP WAG Data Synchronisation Drafting Committee for agreeing to consider SWG2’s request for an explicit inclusion of N to M stores synchronisation in their defined use cases.

SWG2 also notes the WAP WAG Data Synchronisation Drafting Committee’s request for more information regarding the newly-defined work item concerning the definition and management of vObjects and other constructs for use in data synchronisation in Release 2000 and subsequent releases.  While SWG2 is defining how this will be accomplished in practice, the objective targets the following areas:

· To define new vObject and Other Constructs standardised formats for use in data synchronisation as required by other groups within TSG.

· To manage the process of publishing these new standardised formats for use within and external to TSG.

· To support terminal and network interoperability through the use of a standardised approach to the definition of these new formats.

· To extend the usefulness of the TSG-T2-defined data synchronisation architecture and mechanisms to new data store semantic content.

· Identification of required protocols and development if needed

The listed items shall enhance interoperability and shall be implemented in a way that will ensure backwards compatibility where possible.

While no new vObjects or other constructs have been defined at this time, SWG2 would be willing to include the WAP WAG Data Synchronisation Drafting Committee in the distribution of information concerning such new vObjects and other constructs if and when they are defined.

SWG2 looks forward to working with the WAP Forum’s WAP WAG Data Synchronisation Drafting Committee on these data synchronisation extensions.
