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CBS message ID’s are defined in MoU SERG document SE15.

CBS applications are emerging slowly and some of these applications are required to operate on different GSM networks throughout Europe. The Information providers of these services have begun using message ID’s which are attractive to their business – some of which lie within the reserved code range in SE15.

In order to allow such businesses to use a specific message ID consistently across all networks it is becoming apparent that a registration process is required.

It is proposed here that either ETSI secretariat or TSG T2 take control of SE15 and that a registration process is defined. Such a process must prevent the allocation of number ranges or ‘sexy’ numbers where a business application does not exist.

There are currently about 4 numbers of current business applications known to Vodafone which should in any case be formally recorded in SE15.
